Stealing, Tampering with, or Operating Aircraft While Intoxicated.

§ 63‑25. Taking of aircraft made crime of larceny.
Any person who, under circumstances not constituting larceny shall, without the consent of

the owner, take, use or operate or cause to be taken, used or operated, an airplane or other
aircraft or its equipment, for his own profit, purpose or pleasure, steals the same, is guilty of a
Class H felony.
