AN ACT TO REPEAL THE ANNEXATION ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF
ANDREWS.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

Section 1. The operation of an annexation ordinance of the Town of
Andrews, which was affirmed by the North Carolina Court of Appeals in the case of
Adams v. Town of Andrews, in an opinion filed October 3, 1989, is repealed.

Sec. 2. This act does not affect liability for prorated property taxes levied for
the 1989-90 fiscal year and payable as provided by G.S. 160A-58.10.

Sec. 3. This act is effective upon ratification.

In the General Assembly read three times and ratified this the 19th day of
July, 1990.
