A BILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT TO AUTHORIZE THE LEGISLATIVE RESEARCH COMMISSION TO
STUDY METHODS OF PROVIDING PRISON INMATES WITH
MARKETABLE SKILLS THAT WILL ENABLE THEM TO OBTAIN STEADY
EMPLOYMENT UPON RELEASE.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

Section 1. The Legislative Research Commission may study the present
operation of the Correction Enterprises program and may make recommendations for
expanding that program and any other programs within the Department of Correction to
ensure that inmates develop marketable skills during their incarceration that will enable
them to obtain steady employment upon release.

Sec. 2. The Commission may report its findings and recommendations to the
1995 General Assembly.

Sec. 3. This act is effective upon ratification.
