The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 6 
–ADVISORY COMMITTEE ON ABANDONED CEMETERIES 7 

Section 1.  G.S. 143-128(a) reads as rewritten: 8 
"(a) There is created the Advisory Committee on Abandoned Cemeteries to be 9 

composed of 17 members appointed as follows: 10 
(1) Two by the Governor; 11 
(2) One by the President Pro Tempore of the Senate; 12 
(3) One by the Speaker of the House; 13 
(4) One by the Secretary of the Department of Cultural Resources; 14 
(5) One by the Executive Director of the North Carolina Commission of 15 

Indian Affairs, Department of Administration; 16 
(6) One each by the chief executive of the following organizations, from the 17 

membership of the organization: 18 
a. North Carolina Archaeological Council; 19 
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b. North Carolina Association of County Commissioners; 1 
c. North Carolina Chapter of the Daughters of the American 2 

Revolution; 3 
d. North Carolina Chapter of the Society of the Cincinnati; 4 
e. North Carolina Chapter of the Sons of the American Revolution; 5 
f. North Carolina Genealogical Society; 6 
g. North Carolina Historical Commission; 7 
h. North Carolina League of Municipalities; 8 
i. Society of the Colonial Dames of America in the State of North 9 

Carolina; 10 
j. Sons of Confederate Veterans; 11 
k. United Daughters of the Confederacy." 12

–NORTH CAROLINA CENTER FOR ADVANCEMENT OF TEACHING 14

"(a) The NCCAT Board of Trustees shall be composed of the following 16 

membership: 17 
(1) Three ex officio members: the President of The University of North 18 

Carolina, the State Superintendent of Public Instruction, and the 19 
Chancellor of Western Carolina University; 20 

(2) Two members appointed by the General Assembly upon the 21 
recommendation of the President Pro Tempore of the Senate; 22 

(3) Two members appointed by the General Assembly upon the 23 
recommendation of the Speaker of the House of Representatives; and 24 

(4) Eight members appointed by the Board of Governors, one from each of 25 
the eight educational regions. 26

"§ 143B-181.  Governor's Advisory Council on Aging – members; selection; 32 

quorum; compensation. 33 
The Governor's Advisory Council on Aging of the Department of Human Resources 34 

shall consist of 33 members, 29 members to be appointed by the Governor, two members 35 
to be appointed by the Lieutenant Governor, President Pro Tempore of the Senate, and two 36 
members to be appointed by the Speaker of the House of Representatives.  The 37 
composition of the Council shall be as follows: one representative of the Department of 38 
Administration; one representative of the Department of Cultural Resources; one 39 
representative of the Employment Security Commission; one representative of the 40 
Teachers' and State Employees' Retirement System; one representative of the 41 
Commissioner of Labor; one representative of the Department of Public Instruction; one 42 
representative of the Department of Environment, Health, and Natural Resources; one 43 
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representative of the Department of Insurance; one representative of the Department of 1 
Crime Control and Public Safety; one representative of the Department of Community 2 
Colleges; one representative of the School of Public Health of The University of North 3 
Carolina; one representative of the School of Social Work of The University of North 4 
Carolina; one representative of the Agricultural Extension Service of North Carolina 5 
State University; one representative of the collective body of the Medical Society of 6 
North Carolina; and 19 members at large.  The at large members shall be citizens who are 7 
knowledgeable about services supported through the Older Americans Act of 1965, as 8 
amended, and shall include persons with greatest economic or social need, minority older 9 
persons, and participants in programs under the Older Americans Act of 1965, as 10 
amended.  The Governor shall appoint 15 members at large who meet these qualifications 11 
and are 60 years of age or older.  The four remaining members at large, two of whom 12 
shall be appointed by the Lieutenant Governor President Pro Tempore of the Senate and 13 
two of whom shall be appointed by the Speaker of the House of Representatives, shall be 14 
broadly representative of the major private agencies and organizations in the State who 15 
are experienced in or have demonstrated particular interest in the special concerns of 16 
older persons.  At least one of each of the at-large appointments of the Lieutenant 17 
Governor President Pro Tempore of the Senate and the Speaker of the House of 18 
Representatives shall be persons 60 years of age or older.  The Council shall meet at least 19 
quarterly. 20 

Members at large shall be appointed for four-year terms and until their successors are 21 
appointed and qualify.  Ad interim appointments shall be for the balance of the unexpired 22 
term. 23 

The Governor shall have the power to remove any member of the Council from office 24 
in accordance with the provisions of G.S. 143B-16 of the Executive Organization Act of 25 
1973. 26 

The Governor shall designate one member of the Council as chairman to serve in such 27 
capacity at his pleasure. 28 

Members of the Council shall receive per diem and necessary travel and subsistence 29 
expenses in accordance with the provisions of G.S. 138-5. 30 

A majority of the Council shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business. 31 
All clerical and other services required by the Council shall be supplied by the 32 

Secretary of Human Resources." 33 
 34 
–NORTH CAROLINA AGRICULTURAL FINANCE AUTHORITY 35 

Sec. 4.  G.S. 122D-4(b) reads as rewritten: 36 
"(b) The Authority shall be composed of 10 members. The Commissioner shall 37 

serve ex officio, with the same rights and privileges, including voting rights, as other 38 
members. The other nine members shall be appointed in the following manner: 39 

(1) Three members appointed by the General Assembly upon the 40 
recommendation of the Speaker of the House under G.S. 120-121; 41 
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(2) Three members appointed by the General Assembly upon the 1 
recommendation of the President Pro Tempore of the Senate under G.S. 2 
120-121; and 3 

(3) Three members appointed by the Governor." 4

There is created an Agriculture and Forestry Awareness Study Commission.  9 
Members of the Commission shall be citizens of North Carolina who are interested in the 10 
vitality of the agriculture and forestry sectors of the State's economy.  Members shall be 11 
as follows: 12 

(1) Three appointed by the Governor; 13 
(2) Three appointed by the President Pro Tempore of the Senate; 14 
(3) Three appointed by the Speaker of the House; 15 
(4) The chairman of the House Agriculture Committee; 16 
(5) The chairman of the Senate Agriculture Committee; 17 
(6) The Commissioner of Agriculture or his designee; 18 
(7) A member of the Board of Agriculture designated by the chairman of 19 

the Board of Agriculture; 20 
(8) The President of the North Carolina Farm Bureau Federation, Inc., or 21 

his designee; 22 
(9) The Master of the North Carolina State Grange or his designee; 23 
(10) The Secretary of the Department of Environment, Health, and Natural 24

(11) The President of the North Carolina Forestry Association, Inc., or his 26 

designee. 27 
Members shall be appointed for two-year terms beginning October 1 of each odd-28 

numbered year.  The cochairmen of the Commission shall be the chairmen of the Senate 29 
and House Agriculture Committees respectively." 30

"(b) The Board shall consist of seven members: the Attorney General or his 34 

designee; two persons appointed by the Governor, one of whom shall be licensed under 35 
this Chapter and one of whom shall be a public member; two persons appointed by the 36 
General Assembly upon the recommendation of the President Pro Tempore of the Senate 37 
in accordance with G.S. 120-121, one of whom shall be licensed under this Chapter and 38 
one of whom shall be a public member; and two persons appointed by the General 39 
Assembly upon the recommendation of the Speaker of the House of Representatives in 40 
accordance with G.S. 120-121, one of whom shall be licensed under this Chapter and one 41 
of whom shall be a public member." 42

terms. Vacancies shall be filled by the appointing officer for the unexpired term." 6

–ART MUSEUM BOARD OF TRUSTEES 8 

Sec. 8.  G.S. 140-5.13(b) reads as rewritten: 9 
"(b) The Board of Trustees of the North Carolina Museum of Art shall consist of 28 10 

members, chosen as follows: 11 
(1) The Governor shall appoint twelve members, one from each 12 

congressional district in the State in accordance with G.S. 147-12(3b); 13 
(2) The North Carolina Art Society, Incorporated, shall elect four members; 14 
(3) The North Carolina Museum of Art Foundation, Incorporated, shall 15 

elect four members; 16 
(4) The Board of Trustees of the North Carolina Museum of Art shall elect 17 

four members; 18 
(5) The General Assembly shall appoint four members, two upon the 19 

recommendation of the Speaker of the House of Representatives, and 20 
two upon the recommendation of the President Pro Tempore of the 21 
Senate in accordance with G.S. 120-121; 22 

(6) Repealed by Session Laws 1981 (Regular Session, 1982), c. 1191, s. 49. 23 
All regular appointments or elections except those by the General Assembly shall be for 24 
terms of six years, except that each member shall serve until his successor is chosen and 25 
qualifies.  No person may be appointed or elected to more than two consecutive terms of 26 
six years.  All regular appointments by the General Assembly shall be for the then current 27 
legislative term, and no appointee of the General Assembly may be appointed to more 28 
than two consecutive terms of two years." 29

–ART MUSEUM BUILDING COMMISSION 31 

Sec. 8.1.  G.S. 143B-59 reads as rewritten: 32 
"§ 143B-59.  Art Museum Building Commission – members; selection; quorum; 33 

compensation. 34 
The Art Museum Building Commission of the Department of Cultural Resources shall 35 

consist of 15 members with nine appointed by the Governor, three persons who have 36 
served in the State Senate to be appointed by the President Pro Tempore of the Senate, 37 
and three persons who have served in the House of Representatives to be appointed by 38 
the Speaker of the House of Representatives. The initial members of the Commission 39 
shall be the members of the existing Art Museum Building Commission who shall serve 40 
until the completion of the duties assigned to the Commission. Each vacancy occurring in 41 
the membership shall be filled by appointment of the officer authorized to make the 42 
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initial appointment to the place vacated, and each appointee to fill a vacancy shall have 1 
the same qualifications prescribed by this Article for the  appointee whom he succeeds. 2 

The Governor shall have the power to remove any member of the Commission from 3 
office for misfeasance, malfeasance, or nonfeasance in accordance with the provisions of 4 
G.S. 143B-13 of the Executive Organization Act of 1973. 5 

The members of the Commission shall receive per diem and necessary travel and 6 
subsistence expenses in accordance with the provision of G.S. 138-5. 7 

A majority of the Commission shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of 8 
business. 9 

All clerical and other services required by the Commission shall be supplied by the 10 
Secretary of Cultural Resources." 11 
 12 
–STATE BANKING COMMISSION 13 

Sec. 9.  G.S. 53-92 reads as rewritten: 14 
"§ 53-92.  Appointment of Commissioner of Banks; State Banking Commission. 15 

(a) On or before April 1, 1983, and quadrennially thereafter, the Governor shall 16 
appoint a Commissioner of Banks subject to confirmation by the General Assembly by 17 
joint resolution. The name of the Commissioner of Banks shall be submitted to the 18 
General Assembly on or before February 1, of the year in which the term of his office 19 
begins. The term of office for the Commissioner of Banks shall be four years. In case of a 20 
vacancy in the office of Commissioner of Banks for any reason prior to the expiration of 21 
his term of office, the name of his successor shall be submitted by the Governor to the 22 
General Assembly, not later than four weeks after the vacancy arises. If a vacancy arises 23 
in the office when the General Assembly is not in session, the Commissioner of Banks 24 
shall be appointed by the Governor to serve on an interim basis pending confirmation by 25 
the General Assembly. 26 

(b) The State Banking Commission, which has heretofore been created, shall 27 
consist of the State Treasurer, who shall serve as an ex officio member thereof, 12 28 
members appointed by the Governor, and two members appointed by the General 29 
Assembly under G.S. 120-121, one of whom shall be appointed upon the 30 
recommendation of the President Pro Tempore of the Senate and one of whom shall be 31 
appointed upon the recommendation of the Speaker of the House of Representatives. The 32 
Governor shall appoint five practical bankers and seven persons selected primarily as 33 
representatives of the borrowing public. The person appointed by the General Assembly 34 
upon the recommendation of the President Pro Tempore of the Senate shall be a practical 35 
banker. The person appointed by the General Assembly upon the recommendation of the 36 
Speaker of the House shall be a person selected primarily as a representative of the 37 
borrowing public. The persons selected primarily as representatives of the borrowing 38 
public shall not be employees or directors of any financial institution nor shall they have 39 
any interest in any regulated financial institution other than as a result of being a 40 
depositor or borrower. Under this section, no person shall be considered to have an 41 
interest in a financial institution whose interest in any financial institution does not 42 
exceed one-half of one percent (1/2 of 1%) of the capital stock of that financial 43 
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institution. These members of the Commission shall be selected so as to fully represent 1 
the consumer, industrial, manufacturing, professional, business and farming interests of 2 
the State. No person shall serve on the Commission for more than two complete 3 
consecutive terms. As the terms of office of the appointive members of the Commission 4 
expire, their successors shall be appointed by the person appointing them, for terms of 5 
four years each. Any vacancy occurring in the membership of the Commission shall be 6 
filled by the appropriate appointing officer for the unexpired term, except that vacancies 7 
among members appointed by the General Assembly shall be filled in accordance with 8 
G.S. 120-122. The appointed members of the Commission shall receive as compensation 9 
for their services the same per diem and expenses as is paid to the members of the 10 
Advisory Budget Commission.  This compensation shall be paid from the fees collected 11 
from the examination of banks as provided by law. 12 

(c) The Banking Commission shall meet at such time or times, and not less than 13 
once every three months, as the Commission shall, by resolution, prescribe, and the 14 
Commission may be convened in special session at the call of the Governor, or upon the 15 
request of the Commissioner of Banks. The State Treasurer shall be chairman of the said 16 
Commission. 17 

No member of said Commission shall act in any matter affecting any bank in which 18 
he is financially interested, or with which he is in any manner connected. No member of 19 
said Commission shall divulge or make use of any information coming into his 20 
possession as a result of his service on such Commission, and shall not give out any 21 
information with reference to any facts coming into his possession by reason of his 22 
services on such Commission in connection with the condition of any State banking 23 
institution, unless such information shall be required of him at any hearing at which he is 24 
duly subpoenaed, or when required by order of a court of competent jurisdiction. 25 

A quorum shall consist of a majority of the total membership of the Banking 26 
Commission. A majority vote of the members qualified with respect to a matter under 27 
review present at that meeting shall constitute valid action of the Banking Commission. 28 
The State Treasurer and all disqualified members who are present shall be counted to 29 
determine whether a quorum is present at a meeting. 30 

The Commissioner of Banks shall act as the executive officer of the Banking 31 
Commission, but the Commission shall provide, by rules and regulations, for hearings 32 
before the Commission upon any matter or thing which may arise in connection with the 33 
banking laws of this State upon the request of any person interested therein, and review 34 
any action taken or done by the Commissioner of Banks. 35 

(d) The Banking Commission is hereby vested with full power and authority to 36 
supervise, direct and review the exercise by the Commissioner of Banks of all powers, 37 
duties, and functions now vested in or exercised by the Commissioner of Banks under the 38 
banking laws of this State; any party to a proceeding before the Banking Commission 39 
may, within 20 days after final order of said Commission and by written notice to the 40 
Commissioner of Banks, appeal to the Superior Court of Wake County for a final 41 
determination of any question of law which may be involved. The cause shall be entitled 42 
'State of North Carolina on Relation of the Banking Commission against (here insert 43 
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name of appellant).' It shall be placed on the civil issue docket of such court and shall 1 
have precedence over other civil actions. In the event of an appeal the Commissioner 2 
shall certify the record to the Clerk of Superior Court of Wake County within 15 days 3 
thereafter." 4 
 5 
–CHILD DAY-CARE COMMISSION 6 

Sec. 10.  G.S. 143B-168.4 reads as rewritten: 7 
"§ 143B-168.4.  Child Day-Care Commission – members; selection; quorum. 8 

(a) The Child Day-Care Commission of the Department of Human Resources shall 9 
consist of 15 members. Seven of the members shall be appointed by the Governor and 10 
eight by the General Assembly, four upon the recommendation of the President Pro 11 
Tempore of the Senate, and four upon the recommendation of the Speaker of the House 12 
of Representatives. Four of the members appointed by the Governor, two by the General 13 
Assembly on the recommendation of the President Pro Tempore of the Senate, and two 14 
by the General Assembly on the recommendation of the Speaker of the House of 15 
Representatives, shall be members of the public who are not employed in, or providing, 16 
day care and who have no financial interest in a day care facility or home.  Two of the 17 
foregoing public members appointed by the Governor, one of the foregoing public 18 
members recommended by the President Pro Tempore of the Senate, and one of the 19 
foregoing public members recommended by the Speaker of the House of Representatives 20 
shall be parents of children receiving day care services.  Of the remaining two public 21 
members appointed by the Governor, one shall be a pediatrician currently licensed to 22 
practice in North Carolina.  Three of the members appointed by the Governor shall be 23 
day care providers, one of whom shall be affiliated with a for profit day care facility, one 24 
of whom shall be affiliated with a for profit day care home, and one of whom shall be 25 
affiliated with a nonprofit home or facility. Two of the members appointed by the 26 
General Assembly on the recommendation of the President Pro Tempore of the Senate, 27 
and two by the General Assembly on recommendation of the Speaker of the House of 28 
Representatives, shall be day care providers, one affiliated with a for profit day care 29 
facility or home, and one affiliated with a nonprofit day care facility or home. None may 30 
be employees of the State. 31 

(b) Members shall be appointed as follows: 32 
(1) Of the Governor's initial appointees, four shall be appointed for terms 33 

expiring June 30, 1986, and three shall be appointed for terms expiring 34 
June 30, 1987; 35 

(2) Of the General Assembly's initial appointees appointed upon 36 
recommendation of the President of the Senate, two shall be appointed 37 
for terms expiring June 30, 1986, and two shall be appointed for terms 38 
expiring June 30, 1987; 39 

(3) Of the General Assembly's initial appointees appointed upon 40 
recommendation of the Speaker of the House of Representatives, two 41 
shall be appointed for terms expiring June 30, 1986, and two shall be 42 
appointed for terms expiring June 30, 1987. 43 
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Appointments by the General Assembly shall be made in accordance with G.S. 120-121. 1 
After the initial appointees' terms have expired, all members shall be appointed to serve 2 
two-year terms. Any appointment to fill a vacancy on the Commission created by the 3 
resignation, dismissal, death, or disability of a member shall be for the balance of the 4 
unexpired term. 5 

(c) A vacancy occurring during a term of office is filled: 6 
(1) By the Governor, if the Governor made the initial appointment; 7 
(2) By the General Assembly, if the General Assembly made the initial 8 

appointment in accordance with G.S. 120-122. 9 
At its first meeting the Commission members shall elect a chairman to serve a two-10 

year term. Chairmen shall be elected for two-year terms thereafter. The same member 11 
may serve as chairman for two consecutive terms. 12 

Commission members may be reappointed and may succeed themselves for a 13 
maximum of four consecutive terms. 14 

The Commission shall meet quarterly, and at other times at the call of the chairman or 15 
upon written request of at least six members. 16 

The members of the Commission shall receive per diem and necessary travel and 17 
subsistence expenses in accordance with the provisions of G.S. 138-5. A majority of the 18 
Commission shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business. 19 

All clerical and other services required by the Commission shall be supplied by the 20 
Secretary of Human Resources." 21 
 22 
–STATE BOARD OF CHIROPRACTIC EXAMINERS 23 

Sec. 11.  G.S. 90-139 reads as rewritten: 24 
"§ 90-139.  Creation and membership of Board of Examiners. 25 

(a) The State Board of Chiropractic Examiners is created to consist of seven 26 
members appointed by the Governor, and General Assembly. Six of the members shall be 27 
practicing doctors of chiropractic, who are residents of this State and who have actively 28 
practiced chiropractic in the State for at least eight consecutive years immediately 29 
preceding their appointments; four of these six members shall be appointed by the 30 
Governor, and two by the General Assembly in accordance with G.S. 120-121, one each 31 
upon the recommendation of the President Pro Tempore of the Senate and the Speaker of 32 
the House of Representatives. No more than three members of the Board may be 33 
graduates of the same college or school of chiropractic. The other member shall be a 34 
person chosen by the Governor to represent the public at large. The public member shall 35 
not be a health care provider nor the spouse of a health care provider. For purposes of 36 
Board membership, 'health care provider' means any licensed health care professional and 37 
any agent or employee of any health care institution, health care insurer, health care 38 
professional school, or a member of any allied health profession. For purposes of this 39 
section, a person enrolled in a program to prepare him to be a licensed health care 40 
professional or an allied health professional shall be deemed a health care provider. For 41 
purposes of this section, any person with significant financial interest in a health service 42 
or profession is not a public member. 43 
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(b) All Board members serving on June 30, 1981, shall be eligible to complete 1 
their respective terms. No member appointed to the Board on or after July 1, 1981, shall 2 
serve more than two complete consecutive terms, except that each member shall serve 3 
until his successor is chosen and qualifies. The initial appointment of the General 4 
Assembly upon the recommendation of the President of the Senate shall be for a term to 5 
expire June 30, 1986, and the initial appointment of the General Assembly upon the 6 
recommendation of the Speaker of the House of Representatives shall be for a term to 7 
expire June 30, 1985, subsequent appointments upon the recommendation of the 8 
President of the Senate shall be for terms of three years, subsequent appointments upon 9 
the recommendation of the Speaker of the House of Representatives shall be for terms of 10 
two years. 11 

(c) The Governor and General Assembly, respectively, may remove any member 12 
appointed by them for good cause shown. In addition, upon the request of the Speaker of 13 
the House of Representatives or the President Pro Tempore of the Senate concerning a 14 
person appointed by the General Assembly upon the recommendation of the Speaker of 15 
the House of Representatives or the President Pro Tempore of the Senate, respectively, 16 
the Governor may remove such appointee for good cause shown, if the request is made 17 
and removal occurs either (i) when the General Assembly has adjourned to a date certain, 18 
which date is more than 10 days after the date of adjournment, or (ii) after sine die 19 
adjournment of the regular session. The Governor may appoint persons to fill vacancies 20 
of persons appointed by him to fill unexpired terms. Vacancies in appointments made by 21 
the General Assembly shall be in accordance with G.S. 120-122." 22 

Sec. 11.1.  G.S. 90-140 reads as rewritten: 23 
"§ 90-140.  Selection of chiropractic members of Board. 24 

The Governor and the General Assembly upon the recommendation of the President 25 
Pro Tempore of the Senate shall appoint chiropractic members of the Board for terms of 26 
three years from a list provided by the Board, and the General Assembly upon the 27 
recommendation of the Speaker of the House of Representatives shall appoint a 28 
chiropractic member of the Board for a term of two years from a list provided by the 29 
Board.  For each vacancy, the Board must submit at least three names to the Governor, 30 
Lieutenant Governor President Pro Tempore of the Senate and Speaker of the House. 31 

The Board shall establish procedures for the nomination and election of chiropractic 32 
members.  These procedures shall be adopted under Article 2 of Chapter 150B of the 33 
General Statutes, and notice of the proposed procedures shall be given to all licensed 34 
chiropractors residing in North Carolina.  These procedures shall not conflict with the 35 
provisions of this section.  Every chiropractor with a current North Carolina license 36 
residing in this State shall be eligible to vote in all such elections, and the list of licensed 37 
chiropractors shall constitute the registration list for elections.

(11) The Chairman of the Public Radio Advisory Committee of the North 17 

Carolina Agency for Public Telecommunications, ex officio; 18 
(12) The Superintendent of Public Instruction, ex officio; 19 
(13) The President of the University of North Carolina, ex officio; 20 
(14) The President of the Department of Community Colleges, ex officio; 21 

and 22 
(15) Two members ex officio who shall rotate from among the remaining 23 

heads of departments enumerated in G.S. 143A-11 or G.S. 143B-6, 24 
appointed by the Governor.

The 10 at-large members shall serve for terms staggered as follows: four terms shall 26 
expire on June 30, 1980; and three terms shall expire on June 30, 1982; and three terms 27 
shall expire on June 30, 1984.

Effective July 1, 1989, the Governor shall appoint six members to the 40 
Authority, in addition to the Secretary of Commerce, who shall serve as a voting member 41 
of the Authority by virtue of his office. The Secretary of Commerce shall fill the first 42

Governor has appointive power. 2 

The initial appointments by the Governor shall be made on or after March 8, 1977, 3 
two terms to expire July 1, 1979; two terms to expire July 1, 1981; and three terms to 4 
expire July 1, 1983. Thereafter, at the expiration of each stipulated term of office all 5 
appointments made by the Governor shall be for a term of six years.

Thereafter as the terms of office of the members of the Commission appointed by the 38 
Governor from the several wildlife districts expire, their successors shall be appointed for 39 
terms of six years each. As the terms of office of the members of the Commission 40 
appointed by the General Assembly expire, their successors shall be appointed for terms 41 
of two years each. All members appointed by the Governor serve at the pleasure of the 42 
Governor that appointed them and they may be removed by that Governor at any time. A 43 
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successor to the appointing Governor may remove a Commission member only for cause 1 
as provided in G.S. 143B-13. Members appointed by the General Assembly serve at the 2 
pleasure of that body and may be removed by law at any time. In the event that a 3 
Commission member is removed, the member appointed to replace the removed member 4 
shall serve only for the unexpired term of the removed member." 5
