Section 1.(b) Notwithstanding the provisions of G.S. 7A-142, the Governor shall 10 
appoint an additional district court judge for District Court District 1 as authorized by 11 
Section 1 of this act.  That judge's successor shall be elected in the 2002 election for a 12 
four-year term commencing on the first Monday in December 2002. 13 

Section 2.  There is appropriated from the General Fund to the Administrative 14 
Office of the Courts the sum of one hundred thirty-three thousand four hundred twenty-15 
nine dollars ($133,429) for the 2000-2001 fiscal year for an additional district court judge 16 
in District Court District 1, as set forth in Section 1 of this act. 17 

Section 3.  Section 1 of this act becomes effective September 15, 2000, or 15 18 
days after the date upon which that section is approved under section 5 of the Voting 19 
Rights Act of 1965, whichever is later.  The remainder of this act becomes effective July 20 
1, 2000. 21
