PART I. TECHNICAL CORRECTIONS RECOMMENDED BY THE GENERAL 10 
STATUTES COMMISSION 11 
 12 

SECTION 1.  G.S. 7A-273(2) reads as rewritten: 13 
"§ 7A-273.  Powers of magistrates in infractions or criminal actions. 14 

In criminal actions or infractions, any magistrate has power: 15 
… 16 
(2) In misdemeanor or infraction cases involving alcohol offenses under 17 

Chapter 18B of the General Statutes, traffic offenses, hunting, fishing, 18 
State park and recreation area rule offenses under Chapter 113 of the 19 
General Statutes, boating offenses under Chapter 75A of the General 20 
Statutes, and littering offenses under G.S. 14-399(c),G.S. 14-399(c) 21 
and G.S. 14-399(c1), to accept written appearances, waivers of trial or 22 
hearing and pleas of guilty or admissions of responsibility, in 23 
accordance with the schedule of offenses and fines or penalties 24 
promulgated by the Conference of Chief District Judges pursuant to 25 
G.S. 7A-148, and in such cases, to enter judgment and collect the fines 26 
or penalties and costs; 27 
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…." 1 
SECTION 2.(a)  G.S. 14-27.1(1) reads as rewritten: 2 

"§ 14-27.1.  Definitions. 3 
As used in this Article, unless the context requires otherwise: 4 

(1) "Mentally defective" disabled" means (i) a victim who suffers from 5 
mental retardation, or (ii) a victim who suffers from a mental disorder, 6 
either of which temporarily or permanently renders the victim 7 
substantially incapable of appraising the nature of his or her conduct, 8 
or of resisting the act of vaginal intercourse or a sexual act, or of 9 
communicating unwillingness to submit to the act of vaginal 10 
intercourse or a sexual act. 11 

…." 12 
SECTION 2.(b)  G.S. 14-27.3(a)(2) reads as rewritten: 13 

"§ 14-27.3.  Second-degree rape. 14 
(a) A person is guilty of rape in the second degree if the person engages in 15 

vaginal intercourse with another person: 16 
… 17 
(2) Who is mentally defective, disabled, mentally incapacitated, or 18 

physically helpless, and the person performing the act knows or should 19 
reasonably know the other person is mentally defective,disabled, 20 
mentally incapacitated, or physically helpless." 21 

SECTION 2.(c)  G.S. 14-27.5(a)(2) reads as rewritten: 22 
"§ 14-27.5.  Second-degree sexual offense. 23 

(a) A person is guilty of a sexual offense in the second degree if the person 24 
engages in a sexual act with another person: 25 

… 26 
(2) Who is mentally defective,disabled, mentally incapacitated, or 27 

physically helpless, and the person performing the act knows or should 28 
reasonably know that the other person is mentally defective,disabled, 29 
mentally incapacitated, or physically helpless." 30 

SECTION 2.(d)  G.S. 15-144.1(c) reads as rewritten: 31 
"(c) If the victim is a person who is mentally defective,disabled, mentally 32 

incapacitated, or physically helpless it is sufficient to allege that the defendant 33 
unlawfully, willfully, and feloniously did carnally know and abuse a person who was 34 
mentally defective,disabled, mentally incapacitated or physically helpless, naming such 35 
victim, and concluding as aforesaid. Any bill of indictment containing the averments 36 
and allegations herein named shall be good and sufficient in law for the rape of a 37 
mentally defective,disabled, mentally incapacitated or physically helpless person and all 38 
lesser included offenses." 39 

SECTION 2.(e)  G.S. 15-144.2(c) reads as rewritten: 40 
"(c) If the victim is a person who is mentally defective,disabled, mentally 41 

incapacitated, or physically helpless it is sufficient to allege that the defendant 42 
unlawfully, willfully, and feloniously did engage in a sex offense with a person who 43 
was mentally defective,disabled, mentally incapacitated or physically helpless, naming 44 
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such victim, and concluding as aforesaid. Any bill of indictment containing the 1 
averments and allegations herein named shall be good and sufficient in law for a sex 2 
offense against a mentally defective,disabled, mentally incapacitated or physically 3 
helpless person and all lesser included offenses." 4 

SECTION 2.(f)  This section becomes effective December 1, 2002, and 5 
applies to offenses committed on or after that date. 6 

SECTION 3.(a)  G.S. 14-309.7(a) reads as rewritten: 7 
"(a) An exempt organization may not operate a bingo game at a location without a 8 

license. Application for a bingo license shall be made to the Department of Health and 9 
Human ServicesCrime Control and Public Safety on a form prescribed by the 10 
Department. The Department shall charge an annual application fee of one hundred 11 
dollars ($100.00) to defray the cost of issuing bingo licenses and handling bingo audit 12 
reports. The fees collected shall be deposited in the General Fund of the State. This 13 
license shall expire one year after the granting of the license. This license may be 14 
renewed yearly, if the applicant pays the application fee and files an audit with the 15 
Department pursuant to G.S. 14-309.11. A copy of the application and license shall be 16 
furnished to the local law-enforcement agency in the county or municipality in which 17 
the licensee intends to operate before bingo is conducted by the licensee." 18 

SECTION 3.(b)  G.S. 14-309.7(e) reads as rewritten: 19 
"(e) An exempt organization that wants to conduct only an annual or semiannual 20 

bingo game may apply to the Department of Health and Human ServicesCrime Control 21 
and Public Safety for a limited occasion permit. The Department of Health and Human 22 
ServicesCrime Control and Public Safety may require such information as is reasonable 23 
and necessary to determine that the bingo game is conducted in accordance with the 24 
provisions of this Part but may not require more information than previously specified 25 
in this section for application of a regular license. The application shall be made to the 26 
Department on prescribed forms at least 30 days prior to the scheduled date of the bingo 27 
game. In lieu of the reporting requirements of G.S. 14-309.11(b) the exempt 28 
organization shall file with the licensing agency and local law-enforcement a report on 29 
prescribed forms no later than 30 days following the conduct of the bingo game for 30 
which the permit was obtained. Such report may require such information as is 31 
reasonable and necessary to determine that the bingo game was conducted in 32 
accordance with the provisions of this Part but may not require more information than 33 
specified in G.S. 14-309.11(b). Any licensed exempt organization may donate or loan 34 
its equipment or use of its premises to an exempt organization which has secured a 35 
limited occasion permit provided such arrangement is disclosed in the limited occasion 36 
permit application and is approved by the Department of Health and Human 37 
Services.Crime Control and Public Safety. Except as stated above, all provisions of this 38 
Part shall apply to any exempt organization operating a bingo game under this 39 
provision." 40 

SECTION 4.(a)  G.S. 14-309.11(b) reads as rewritten: 41 
"(b) An audit of the account required by subsection (a) of this section shall be 42 

prepared annually for the period of January 1 through December 31 or otherwise as 43 
directed by the Department of Health and Human ServicesCrime Control and Public 44 
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Safety and shall be filed with the Department of Health and Human ServicesCrime 1 
Control and Public Safety and the local law-enforcement agency at a time directed by 2 
the Department of Health and Human Services.Crime Control and Public Safety. The 3 
audit shall be prepared on a form approved by the Department of Health and Human 4 
ServicesCrime Control and Public Safety and shall include the following information: 5 

(1) The number of bingo games conducted or sponsored by the exempt 6 
organization; 7 

(2) The location and date at which each bingo game was conducted and 8 
the prize awarded; 9 

(3) The gross receipts of each bingo game; 10 
(4) The cost or amount of any prize given at each bingo game; 11 
(5) The amount paid in prizes at each session; 12 
(6) The net return to the exempt organization; and 13 
(7) The disbursements from the separate account and the purpose of those 14 

disbursements, including the date of each transaction and the name and 15 
address of each payee." 16 

SECTION 4.(b)  G.S. 14-309.11(d) reads as rewritten: 17 
"(d) All books, papers, records and documents relevant to determining whether an 18 

organization has acted or is acting in compliance with this section shall be open to 19 
inspection by the law-enforcement agency or its designee, or the district attorney or his 20 
designee, or the Department of Health and Human ServicesCrime Control and Public 21 
Safety at reasonable times and during reasonable hours." 22 

SECTION 5.  G.S. 14-313(b) reads as rewritten: 23 
"(b) Sale or distribution to persons under the age of 18 years. – If any person shall 24 

distribute, or aid, assist, or abet any other person in distributing tobacco products or 25 
cigarette wrapping papers to any person under the age of 18 years, or if any person shall 26 
purchase tobacco products or cigarette wrapping papers on behalf of to a person, less 27 
than 18 years, the person shall be guilty of a Class 2 misdemeanor; provided, however, 28 
that it shall not be unlawful to distribute tobacco products or cigarette wrapping papers 29 
to an employee when required in the performance of the employee's duties. Retail 30 
distributors of tobacco products shall prominently display near the point of sale a sign in 31 
letters at least five-eighths of an inch high which states the following: 32

N.C. LAW STRICTLY PROHIBITS 34 
 35 

THE PURCHASE OF TOBACCO PRODUCTS 36 
 37 

BY PERSONS UNDER THE AGE OF 18. 38 
 39 

PROOF OF AGE REQUIRED. 40 
 41 
Failure to post the required sign shall be an infraction punishable by a fine of 42 
twenty-five dollars ($25.00) for the first offense and seventy-five dollars ($75.00) for 43 
each succeeding offense. 44 
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A person engaged in the sale of tobacco products shall demand proof of age from a 1 
prospective purchaser if the person has reasonable grounds to believe that the 2 
prospective purchaser is under 18 years of age. Failure to demand proof of age as 3 
required by this subsection is a Class 2 misdemeanor if in fact the prospective purchaser 4 
is under 18 years of age. Proof that the defendant demanded, was shown, and 5 
reasonably relied upon proof of age in the case of a retailer, or any other documentary 6 
or written evidence of age in the case of a nonretailer, or that the defendant relied on the 7 
electronic system established and operated by the Division of Motor Vehicles pursuant 8 
to G.S. 20-37.02, shall be a defense to any action brought under this subsection. Retail 9 
distributors of tobacco products shall train their sales employees in the requirements of 10 
this law." 11 

SECTION 6.  G.S. 20-28(a1) reads as rewritten: 12 
"(a1) Driving Without Reclaiming License. – A person convicted under subsection 13 

(a) shall be punished as if the person had been convicted of driving without a license 14 
under G.S. 20-35 if the person demonstrates to the court that either subdivisions (1) and 15 
(2), or subdivision (3) of this subsection is true: 16 

(1) At the time of the offense, the person's license was revoked solely 17 
under G.S. 20-16.5; and 18 

(2) a. The offense occurred more than 30 45 days after the effective 19 
date of a revocation order issued under G.S. 20-16.5(f) and the 20 
period of revocation was 30 45 days as provided under 21 
subdivision (3) of that subsection; or 22 

b. The offense occurred more than 10 30 days after the effective 23 
date of the revocation order issued under any other provision of 24 
G.S. 20-16.5; or 25 

(3) At the time of the offense the person had met the requirements of G.S. 26 
50-13.12, or G.S. 110-142.2 and was eligible for reinstatement of the 27 
person's drivers license privilege as provided therein. 28 

In addition, a person punished under this subsection shall be treated for drivers 29 
license and insurance rating purposes as if the person had been convicted of driving 30 
without a license under G.S. 20-35, and the conviction report sent to the Division must 31 
indicate that the person is to be so treated." 32 

SECTION 7.  G.S. 25-3-118(h) reads as rewritten: 33 
"(h) A seal sealed instrument otherwise subject to this Article is governed by the 34 

time limits of G.S. 1-47(2)." 35 
SECTION 8.  G.S. 28A-13-3(c) reads as rewritten: 36 

"(c) Prior to the personal representative exercising possession, custody or control 37 
over real property of the estate he shall petition the clerk of court to obtain an order 38 
authorizing such possession, custody or control. The petition shall include: 39 

(1) A description of the real property which is the subject of the petition; 40 
(2) The names, ages, and addresses, if known, of the devisees and heirs of 41 

the decedent; 42 
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(3) A statement by the personal representative that he has determined that 1 
such possession, custody or control is in the best interest of the 2 
administration of the estate. 3 

The devisees and heirs will be made parties to the proceeding by service of summons in 4 
the manner prescribed by law. If the clerk of court determines that it is in the best 5 
interest of the administration of the estate to authorize the personal representative to 6 
take possession, custody or control he shall grant an order authorizing that power. If a 7 
special proceeding has been instituted by the personal representative pursuant to G.S. 8 
28A-15-1(c), the personal representative may petition for sale, lease or 9 
mortgagepossession, custody, or control of any real property as a part of that proceeding 10 
and is not required to institute a separate special proceeding." 11 

SECTION 9.  G.S. 28A-15-1(c) reads as rewritten: 12 
"(c) If it shall be determined by the personal representative that it is in the best 13 

interest of the administration of the estate to sell, lease, or mortgage any real estate or 14 
interest therein to obtain money for the payment of debts and other claims against the 15 
decedent's estate, the personal representative shall institute a special proceeding before 16 
the clerk of superior court for such purpose pursuant to Article 17 of this Chapter, 17 
except that no such proceeding shall be required for a sale made pursuant to authority 18 
given by will. A general provision granting authority to the personal representative to 19 
sell the testator's real property, or incorporation by reference of the provisions of G.S. 20 
32-27(2) shall be sufficient to eliminate the necessity for a proceeding under Article 17. 21 
If a special proceeding has been instituted by the personal representative pursuant to 22 
G.S. 28A-13-3(c), the personal representative may petition for possession, custody or 23 
controlsale, lease, or mortgage of any real property as a part of that proceeding and is 24 
not required to institute a separate special proceeding." 25 

SECTION 10.  G.S. 47A-17 reads as rewritten: 26 
"§ 47A-17.  Termination of unit ownership; no bar to reestablishment. 27 

The removal provided for in the preceding section G.S. 47A-16 shall in no way bar 28 
the subsequent resubmission of the property to the provisions of this Article." 29 

SECTION 11.  G.S. 48-2-206(h) reads as rewritten: 30 
"(h) Transfer under G.S. 1-272 G.S. 1-301.2 and appeal under G.S. 1-279.1 shall 31 

be as for an adoption proceeding."   32 
SECTION 12.  G.S. 48-2-601 reads as rewritten: 33 

"§ 48-2-601.  Hearing on, or disposition of, adoption petition; transfer of adoption 34 
proceeding; timing. 35 

(a) If it appears to the court that a petition to adopt a minor is not contested, the 36 
court may dispose of the petition without a formal hearing. 37 

(a1) If an issue of fact, an equitable defense, or a request for equitable relief is 38 
raised before the clerk, the clerk shall transfer the proceeding to the district court under 39 
G.S. 1-301.2. 40 

(b) No later than 90 days after a petition for adoption has been filed, the court 41 
shall set a date and time for hearing or disposing of the petition. 42 
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(c) The hearing or disposition must take place no later than six months after the 1 
petition is filed, but the court for cause may extend the time for the hearing or 2 
disposition." 3 

SECTION 13.(a)  G.S. 51-1(1)b. reads as rewritten: 4 
"b. With the consequent declaration by the minister or magistrate 5 

that the persons are husband and wife; or". 6 
SECTION 13.(b)  Any marriage solemnized on or after October 1, 2001, and 7 

before the effective date of this act and otherwise valid is not invalid because the 8 
minister or magistrate failed to declare the persons husband and wife. 9 

SECTION 14.  G.S. 51-8 reads as rewritten: 10 
"§ 51-8.  License issued by register of deeds. 11 

Every register of deeds shall, upon proper application, issue a license for the 12 
marriage of any two persons who are able to answer the questions regarding age, marital 13 
status, and intention to marry, and, based on the answers, the register of deeds 14 
determines the persons are authorized to be married in accordance with the laws of this 15 
State. In making a determination as to whether or not the parties are authorized to be 16 
married under the laws of this State, the register of deeds may require the applicants for 17 
the license to marry to present certified copies of birth certificates or birth registration 18 
cards provided for in G.S. 130-73, or such other evidence as the register of deeds deems 19 
necessary to such the determination. The register of deeds may administer an oath to 20 
any person presenting evidence relating to whether or not parties applying for a 21 
marriage license are eligible to be married pursuant to the laws of this State. Each 22 
applicant for a marriage license shall provide on the application the applicant's social 23 
security number. If an applicant does not have a social security number and is ineligible 24 
to obtain one, the applicant shall present a statement to that effect, sworn to or affirmed 25 
before an officer authorized to administer oaths. Upon presentation of a sworn or 26 
affirmed statement, the register of deeds shall issue the license, provided all other 27 
requirements are met, and retain the statement with the register's copy of the license. 28 
The register of deeds shall not issue a marriage license unless all of the requirements of 29 
this section have been met." 30 

SECTION 15.  G.S. 55-1-20(j) is repealed. 31 
SECTION 16.  The catch line of G.S. 78C-20 reads as rewritten: 32 

"§ 78C-20.  Alternative methods Methods of registration." 33 
SECTION 17.  G.S. 59-73.33(b)(2) reads as rewritten: 34 
"(2) To have appointed the Secretary of State as its registered agent for 35 

service of process in any such proceeding. Service on the Secretary of 36 
State of any such process shall be made by delivering to and leaving 37 
with the Secretary of State, or with any clerk authorized by the 38 
Secretary of State to accept service of process, duplicate copies of such 39 
process and the fee required by G.S. 59-35.2.59-35.1(c). Upon receipt 40 
of service of process on behalf of a surviving business entity in the 41 
manner provided for in this section, the Secretary of State shall 42 
immediately mail a copy of the process by registered or certified mail, 43 
return receipt requested, to the surviving business entity. If the 44 
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surviving business entity is authorized to transact business or conduct 1 
affairs in this State, the address for mailing shall be its principal office 2 
designated in the latest document filed with the Secretary of State that 3 
is authorized by law to designate the principal office or, if there is no 4 
principal office on file, its registered office.

SECTION 18.(a)  G.S. 114-10(2a) is recodified as G.S. 114-10.01. 9 
SECTION 18.(b)  G.S. 114-10.01, as recodified by Section 18(a) of this act, 10 

reads as rewritten: 11 
"§ 114-10.01.  Collection of traffic law enforcement statistics.  12 

(2a)(a) In addition to the duties set forth in G.S. 114-10, the Division of Criminal 13 
Statistics shall To collect, correlate, and maintain the following information regarding 14 
traffic law enforcement by law enforcement officers: 15 

a.(1) The number of drivers stopped for routine traffic enforcement by law 16 
enforcement officers, the officer making each stop, the date each stop 17 
was made, the agency of the officer making each stop, and whether or 18 
not a citation or warning was issued;issued. 19 

b.(2) Identifying characteristics of the drivers stopped, including the race or 20 
ethnicity, approximate age, and gender;gender. 21 

c.(3) The alleged traffic violation that led to the stop;stop. 22 
d.(4) Whether a search was instituted as a result of the stop;stop. 23 
e.(5) Whether the vehicle, personal effects, driver, or passenger or 24 

passengers were searched, and the race or ethnicity, approximate age, 25 
and gender of each person searched;searched. 26 

f.(6) Whether the search was conducted pursuant to consent, probable 27 
cause, or reasonable suspicion to suspect a crime, including the basis 28 
for the request for consent, or the circumstances establishing probable 29 
cause or reasonable suspicion;suspicion. 30 

g.(7) Whether any contraband was found and the type and amount of any 31 
such contraband;contraband. 32 

h.(8) Whether any written citation or any oral or written warning was issued 33 
as a result of the stop;stop. 34 

i.(9) Whether an arrest was made as a result of either the stop or the 35 
search;search. 36 

j.(10) Whether any property was seized, with a description of that 37 
property;property. 38 

k.(11) Whether the officers making the stop encountered any physical 39 
resistance from the driver or passenger or passengers;passengers. 40 

l.(12) Whether the officers making the stop engaged in the use of force 41 
against the driver, passenger, or passengers for any reason;reason. 42 

m.(13) Whether any injuries resulted from the stop;stop. 43 
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n.(14) Whether the circumstances surrounding the stop were the subject of 1 
any investigation, and the results of that investigation; and 2 
investigation. 3 

o.(15) The geographic location of the stop; if the officer making the stop is a 4 
member of the State Highway Patrol, the location shall be the 5 
Highway Patrol District in which the stop was made; for all other law 6 
enforcement officers, the location shall be the city or county in which 7 
the stop was made. 8 

(b) For purposes of this subdivision,section, "law enforcement officer" 9 
means:means any of the following: 10 

1.(1) All State law enforcement officers;officers. 11 
2.(2) Law enforcement officers employed by county sheriffs or county 12 

police departments;departments. 13 
3.(3) Law enforcement officers employed by police departments in 14 

municipalities with a population of 10,000 or more and persons; and 15 
persons. 16 

4.(4) Law enforcement officers employed by police departments in 17 
municipalities employing five or more full-time sworn officers for 18 
every 1,000 in population, as calculated by the Division for the 19 
calendar year in which the stop was made. 20 

(c) The information required by this subdivision section need not be collected in 21 
connection with impaired driving checks under G.S. 20-16.3A or other types of 22 
roadblocks, vehicle checks, or checkpoints that are consistent with the laws of this State 23 
and with the State and federal constitutions, except when those stops result in a warning, 24 
search, seizure, arrest, or any of the other activity described in sub-subdivisions d. 25 
through n. of this subdivision.subdivisions (4) through (14) of subsection (a) of this 26 
section. 27 

(d) The identity of the law enforcement officer making the stop required by sub-28 
subdivision a. of this subdivision subdivision (1) of subsection (a) of this section may be 29 
accomplished by assigning anonymous identification numbers to each officer in an 30 
agency. The correlation between the identification numbers and the names of the 31 
officers shall not be a public record, and shall not be disclosed by the agency except 32 
when required by order of a court of competent jurisdiction to resolve a claim or 33 
defense properly before the court. 34 

(e) The Division shall publish and distribute by December 1 of each year a list 35 
indicating the law enforcement officers that will be subject to the provisions of this 36 
subdivision section during the calendar year commencing on the following January 1." 37 

SECTION 19.  G.S. 116-209.25(c1)(2) reads as rewritten: 38 
"(2) The investment manager is subject to the jurisdiction and regulation of 39 

the United States Security Securities and Exchange Commission." 40 
SECTION 20.  The introductory language of G.S. 143-640(c) reads as 41 

rewritten: 42 
"(c) Membership. – The Commission shall consist of 28 29 members, as 43 

follows:". 44 
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SECTION 21.(a)  G.S. 163-119 reads as rewritten: 1 
"§ 163-119.  Voting by unaffiliated voter in party primary. 2 

If a political party has, by action of its State Executive Committee reported to the 3 
State Board of Elections by resolution delivered no later than the first day of December 4 
preceding a primary, provided that unaffiliated voters may vote in the primary of that 5 
party, an unaffiliated voter may vote in the primary of that party by announcing that 6 
intention under G.S. 163-150(a).G.S. 163-166.7(a). For a party to withdraw its 7 
permission, it must do so by action of its State Executive Committee, similarly reported 8 
to the State Board of Elections no later than the first day of December preceding the 9 
primary where the withdrawal is to become effective." 10

"(b) Form of Petition. – Petitions requesting an unaffiliated candidate to be placed 12 

on the general election ballot shall contain on the heading of each page of the petition in 13 
bold print or in all capital letters the words: "THE UNDERSIGNED REGISTERED 14 
VOTERS IN __________________ COUNTY HEREBY PETITION ON BEHALF OF 15 
__________________ AS AN UNAFFILIATED CANDIDATE FOR THE OFFICE OF 16 
_______________IN THE NEXT GENERAL ELECTION. THE UNDERSIGNED 17 
HEREBY PETITION THAT SUBJECT CANDIDATE BE PLACED ON THE 18 
APPROPRIATE BALLOT UPON COMPLIANCE WITH THE PROVISIONS 19 
CONTAINED IN G.S. 163-122." 20

History Division is holding the artifact and to clarify the artifact's 1 
status with that Division.Office. 2 

To initiate the procedure to clarify title to an artifact, the Department of Cultural 3 
Resources shall mail, first class postage prepaid, a notice to the last known address of 4 
the owner of the artifact or the last known address of the owner's heirs or successors. 5 
The Department need not mail a notice, if after exercising due diligence to find a record 6 
within the Department of Cultural Resources indicating the owner of the artifact and his 7 
latest address, that information is not available. If no claim is made within 90 days from 8 
the date that notice is mailed, the Department of Cultural Resources shall publish a 9 
notice in three papers of general circulation once a week for four consecutive weeks. If, 10 
at the end of 30 days, no claim of ownership is submitted to the Department of Cultural 11 
Resources, the Department may determine that legal title to the artifact is vested in the 12 
Division Office of Archives and History or the North Carolina Museum of History 13 
Division.History. 14 

(d) Any person claiming legal title to an artifact to which the North Carolina 15 
Division Office of Archives and History or the North Carolina Museum of History 16 
Division also claims title as provided by subsection (c) may file a claim with the 17 
Department of Cultural Resources on a form prescribed by the Department. If the 18 
claimant is not the owner from whom the Department originally obtained the artifact, 19 
the claimant shall state in addition to any other information required by the Department, 20 
the facts surrounding the unavailability of the person who originally loaned or bestowed 21 
the property to the Division Office of Archives and History or the North Carolina 22 
Museum of History Division and the basis for the claim to title of the artifact.

i. To serve as a search committee to seek out, interview, and 26 
recommend to the Secretary of Cultural Resources one or more 27 
experienced and professionally trained historian(s) for either the 28 
position of Director of the Division Deputy Secretary of 29 
Archives and History or the position of the Director of the 30 
North Carolina Museum of History Division when a vacancy 31 
occurs, and to assist and cooperate with the Secretary in 32 
periodic reviews of the performance of the Directors and the 33 
Divisions; and Deputy Secretary. 34 

j. To assist and advise the Secretary of Cultural Resources and the 35 
Director of the Division Deputy Secretary of Archives and 36 
History, and the Director of the North Carolina Museum of 37 
History Division History in the development and 38 
implementation of plans and priorities for the State's historical 39 
programs. 40 

(2) The Historical Commission shall have the power and duty to establish 41 
standards and provide rules and regulations as follows: 42 
a. For the acquisition and use of historical materials suitable for 43 

acceptance in the North Carolina Division Office of Archives 44

b. For the disposition of public records under provisions of 3

State recognize the origins and early life of this outstanding national leader in Western 41

(2) To assist the Division Office of Archives and History, Department of 10 
Cultural Resources in determining the location, design, content, and 11 
form of a memorial, if the Committee determines that one is needed, at 12 
one of the sites associated with the early life of Andrew 13 
Jackson;Jackson. 14

proceeding with the establishment and operation of the memorial, 17 
including methods for obtaining the necessary financial resources for 18 
property acquisition, capital expenditures, and operational expenses; 19 
and expenses.

(2) The preservation commission shall make or cause to be made an 5 
investigation and report on the historic, architectural, prehistorical, 6 
educational or cultural significance of each building, structure, site, 7 
area or object proposed for designation or acquisition. Such 8 
investigation or report shall be forwarded to the Division Office of 9 
Archives and History, North Carolina Department of Cultural 10

(3) The Department of Cultural Resources, acting through the State 12 
Historic Preservation Officer shall either upon request of the 13 
department or at the initiative of the preservation commission be given 14 
an opportunity to review and comment upon the substance and effect 15 
of the designation of any landmark pursuant to this Part.

If the Department does not 17 
submit its comments or recommendation in connection with any 18 
designation within 30 days following receipt by the Department of the 19 
investigation and report of the commission, the commission and any 20 
city or county governing board shall be relieved of any responsibility 21 
to consider such comments.

(9) To prescribe and furnish forms of statements and other material to the 4 
county boards of elections for distribution to candidates and 5 
committees required to be filed with the county boards. 6 

(10) To instruct the chairman and director of elections of each county board 7 
as to their respective duties and responsibilities relative to the 8 
administration of this Article. 9 

(11) To require appropriate certification of delinquent or late filings from 10 
the county boards of elections and to execute the same responsibilities 11 
relative to such reports as provided in G.S. 163-278.27. 12 

(12) To assist county boards of elections in resolving questions arising from 13 
the administration of this Article. 14 

(13) To require county boards of elections to hold such hearings, make such 15 
investigations, and make reports to the State Board as the State Board 16 
deems necessary in the administration of this Article.

time of his or her filing in the particular county. Each county board of elections shall 26 
also provide notification of those requirements to each candidate nominated by a new 27 
party under G.S. 163-98 for the General Assembly, if the candidate will be on the ballot 28 
in that county. The county board shall notify the new-party candidate immediately upon 29 
that county board's being notified by the State Board of Elections that the party has 30 
certified that candidate's nomination." 31 

SECTION 55.(d)  G.S. 120-98(a) reads as rewritten: 32 
"(a) If a candidate does not file the statement of economic interest within the time 33 

required by this Article, the county board of elections shall immediately notify the 34 
candidate by registered mail, restricted delivery to addressee only, that, if the statement 35 
is not received within 15 days, the candidate shall not be certified as the nominee of his 36 
party. party nominee, or in the case of a candidate nominated by a new party under G.S. 37 
163-98 that the candidate shall be decertified by the State Board of Elections. If the 38 
statement is not received within 15 days of notification, the board of elections 39 
authorized to certify a candidate as nominee to the office shall not certify the candidate 40 
as nominee under any circumstances, regardless of the number of candidates for the 41 
nomination and regardless of the number of votes the candidate receives in the primary. 42 
If the delinquent candidate was nominated by a new party under G.S. 163-98, the State 43 
Board of Elections shall decertify the candidate, and no county board of elections shall 44 
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place the candidate's name on the general election ballot as nominee of the party. A 1 
vacancy thus created on a party's ticket shall be considered a vacancy for the purposes 2 
of G.S. 163-114, and shall be filled according to the procedures set out in G.S. 3 
163-114." 4 

SECTION 55.(e)  G.S. 163-213.5 reads as rewritten: 5 
"§ 163-213.5.  Nomination by petition. 6 

Any person seeking the endorsement by the national political party for the office of 7 
President of the United States, or any group organized in this State on behalf of, and 8 
with the consent of, such person, may file with the State Board of Elections petitions 9 
signed by 10,000 persons who, at the time they signed are registered and qualified 10 
voters in this State and are affiliated, by such registration, with the same political party 11 
as the candidate for whom the petitions are filed. Such petitions shall be presented to the 12 
county board of elections 10 days before the filing deadline and shall be certified 13 
promptly by the chairman of the board of elections of the county in which the signatures 14 
were obtained and shall be filed by the petitioners with the State Board of Elections no 15 
later than 5:00 P.M. on the date the State Board of Elections is required to meet as 16 
directed by G.S. 163-213.4. 17 

The petitions must state the name of the candidate for nomination,  along with a 18 
letter of approval signed by such candidate. Said petitions must also state the name and 19 
address of the chairman of any such group organized to circulate petitions authorized 20 
under this section. The requirement for signers of such petitions shall be the same as 21 
now required under provisions of G.S. 163-96(b)(1) and (2). The requirement of the 22 
respective chairmen of county boards of elections shall be the same as now required 23 
under the provisions of G.S. 163-96(b)(1) and (2) as they relate to the chairman of the 24 
county board of elections. 25 

The group of petitioners shall pay to the chairman of the county board of elections a 26 
fee of ten cents (10¢) for each signature he is required to examine under the provisions 27 
of this section. 28 

The State Board of Elections shall forthwith determine the sufficiency of petitions 29 
filed with it and shall immediately communicate its determination to the chairman of 30 
such group organized to circulate petitions. The form and style of petition shall be as 31 
prescribed by the State Board of Elections." 32 

SECTION 55.(f)  G.S. 130A-48 reads as rewritten: 33 
"§ 130A-48.  Procedure for incorporating district. 34 

A sanitary district shall be incorporated as follows. Either fifty-one percent (51%) or 35 
more of the resident freeholders within a proposed sanitary district or fifty-one percent 36 
(51%) or more of the freeholders within a proposed sanitary district, whether or not the 37 
freeholders are residents of the proposed sanitary district, may petition the county board 38 
of commissioners of the county in which all or the largest portion of the land of the 39 
proposed district is located. This petition shall set forth the boundaries of the proposed 40 
sanitary district and the objectives of the proposed district. For the purposes of this Part, 41 
the term "freeholder" shall mean a person holding a deed to a tract of land within the 42 
district or proposed district, and also shall mean a person who has entered into a 43 
contract to purchase a tract of land within the district or proposed district, is making 44 
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payments pursuant to a contract and will receive a deed upon completion of the 1 
contractual payments. The contracting purchaser, rather than the contracting seller, shall 2 
be deemed to be the freeholder. The county tax office shall be responsible for checking 3 
the freeholder status of those persons signing the petition. That office shall also be 4 
responsible for confirming the location of the property owned by those persons. Upon 5 
receipt of the petition, the county board of commissioners, through its chairperson, shall 6 
notify the Department and the chairperson of the county board of commissioners of any 7 
other county or counties in which any portion of the proposed district lies of the receipt 8 
of the petition. The chairperson shall request that the Department hold a joint public 9 
hearing with the county commissioners of all the counties in which a portion of the 10 
district lies concerning the creation of the proposed sanitary district. The Secretary and 11 
the chairperson of the county board of commissioners shall name a time and place 12 
within the proposed district to hold the public hearing. The chairperson of the county 13 
board of commissioners shall give prior notice of the hearing by posting a notice at the 14 
courthouse door of the county and also by publication at least once a week for four 15 
successive weeks in a newspaper published in the county. In the event the hearing is to 16 
be before a joint meeting of the county boards of commissioners of more than one 17 
county, or in the event the land to be affected lies in more than one county, publication 18 
and notice shall be made in each of the affected counties. In the event that all matters 19 
pertaining to the creation of this sanitary district cannot be concluded at the hearing, the 20 
hearing may be continued at a time and place within the proposed district named by the 21 
Department." 22 

SECTION 55.(g)  G.S. 69-25.1 reads as rewritten: 23 
"§ 69-25.1.  Election to be held upon petition of voters. 24 

Upon the petition of thirty-five percent (35%) of the resident freeholders living in an 25 
area lying outside the corporate limits of any city or town, which area is described in the 26 
petition and designated as " ________________________________________________  27 
 (Here insert name) 28 
Fire District," the board of county commissioners of the county shall call an election in 29 
said district for the purpose of submitting to the qualified voters therein the question of 30 
levying and collecting a special tax on all taxable property in said district, of not 31 
exceeding fifteen cents (15¢) on the one hundred dollars ($100.00) valuation of 32 
property, for the purpose of providing fire protection in said district. The county tax 33 
office shall be responsible for checking the freeholder status of those individuals signing 34 
the petition and confirming the location of the property owned by those individuals. 35 
Unless specifically excluded by other law, the provisions of Chapter 163 of the General 36 
Statutes concerning petitions for referenda and elections shall apply. If the voters reject 37 
the special tax under the first paragraph of this section, then no new election may be 38 
held under the first paragraph of this section within two years on the question of levying 39 
and collecting a special tax under the first paragraph of this section in that district, or in 40 
any proposed district which includes a majority of the land within the district in which 41 
the tax was rejected. 42 

Upon the petition of thirty-five percent (35%) of the resident freeholders living in an 43 
area which has previously been established as a fire protection district and in which 44 
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there has been authorized by a vote of the people a special tax not exceeding ten cents 1 
(10¢) on the one hundred dollars ($100.00) valuation of property within the area, the 2 
board of county commissioners shall call an election in said area for the purpose of 3 
submitting to the qualified voters therein the question of increasing the allowable 4 
special tax for fire protection within said district from ten cents (10¢) on the one 5 
hundred dollars ($100.00) valuation to fifteen cents (15¢) on the one hundred dollars 6 
($100.00) valuation on all taxable property within such district. Elections on the 7 
question of increasing the allowable tax rate for fire protection shall not be held within 8 
the same district at intervals less than two years." 9 

SECTION 55.(h)  G.S. 139-6 reads as rewritten: 10 
"§ 139-6.  District board of supervisors – elective members; certain duties. 11 

After the issuance of the certificate of organization of the soil and water 12 
conservation district by the Secretary of State, an election shall be held in each county 13 
of the district to elect the members of the soil and water conservation district board of 14 
supervisors as herein provided. 15 

The district board of supervisors shall consist of three elective members to be 16 
elected in each county of the district, and that number of appointive members as 17 
provided in G.S. 139-7. Upon the creation of a district, the first election of the members 18 
shall be held at the next succeeding election for county officers. 19 

All elections for members of the district board of supervisors shall be held at the 20 
same time as the regular election for county officers beginning in November 1974. The 21 
election shall be nonpartisan and no primary election shall be held. The election shall be 22 
held and conducted by the county board of elections. 23 

Candidates shall file their notice of candidacy on forms prescribed by the county 24 
board of elections. The notice of candidacy must be filed no earlier than noon on the 25 
second Monday in June and no later than 12:00 noon on the first Friday in July 26 
preceding the election. The candidate shall pay a filing fee of five dollars ($5.00) at the 27 
time he files of filing the notice of candidacy. 28 

Beginning with the election to be held in November 1974, the two candidates 29 
receiving the highest number of votes shall be elected for a term of four years, and the 30 
candidate receiving the next highest number of votes shall be elected for a term of two 31 
years; thereafter, as their terms expire, their successors shall be elected for terms of four 32 
years. If the position of district supervisor is not filled by failure to elect, then the office 33 
shall be deemed vacant upon the expiration of the term of the incumbent, and the office 34 
shall be filled as provided in G.S. 139-7. 35 

The persons elected in 1974 and thereafter shall take office on the first Monday in 36 
December following their election. 37 

The terms of the present members of the soil and water conservation districts, both 38 
elective and appointive members, are hereby extended to or terminated on the first 39 
Monday in December 1974. 40 

All qualified voters of the district shall be eligible to vote in the election. Except as 41 
provided in this Chapter, the election shall be held in accordance with the applicable 42 
provisions of Articles 23 and 24 of Chapter 163 of the General Statutes. 43 
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The district board of supervisors, after the appointment of the appointive members 1 
has been made, shall select from its members a chairman, a vice-chairman and a 2 
secretary. It shall be the duty of the district board of supervisors to perform those 3 
powers, duties, and authority conferred upon supervisors under this Chapter; to develop 4 
annual county and district goals and plans for soil conservation work therein; to request 5 
agencies, whose duties are such as to render assistance in soil and water conservation, to 6 
set forth in writing what assistance they may have available in the county and district." 7 

SECTION 55.(i)  G.S. 163-227.3 reads as rewritten: 8 
"§ 163-227.3.  Date by which absentee ballots must be available for voting. 9 

(a) The State Board of Elections A board of elections shall provide absentee 10 
ballots of the kinds to be furnished by the State Board, to the county boards of elections 11 
needed 50 days prior to the date on which the election shall be conducted unless 45 days 12 
is authorized by the State Board of Elections under G.S. 163-22(k) or there shall exist 13 
an appeal before the State Board or the courts not concluded, in which case the State 14 
Board board shall provide the ballots as quickly as possible upon the conclusion of such 15 
an appeal. However, in the case of municipal elections, absentee ballots shall be made 16 
available no later than 30 days before an election. In every instance the State Board 17 
board of elections shall exert every effort to provide absentee ballots, of the kinds to be 18 
furnished by the State Board, to each county needed by the date on which absentee 19 
voting is authorized to commence. In any case where absentee ballots are printed by the 20 
county board of elections, that county board shall follow the direction of the State Board 21 
in delaying absentee ballots while an appeal is pending and in providing them as soon as 22 
possible thereafter. 23 

(b) Second Primary. – The State Board of Elections board of elections shall 24 
provide absentee ballots, of the kinds to be furnished by the State Board, needed, as 25 
quickly as possible after the ballot information for a second primary has been 26 
determined." 27 

SECTION 55.(j)  G.S. 163-109 is repealed. 28 
SECTION 55.(k)  G.S. 163-278.14(b) reads as rewritten: 29 

"(b) No individual or person shall give, and no candidate, committee or treasurer 30 
shall accept, any monetary contribution in excess of one hundred dollars ($100.00) 31 
unless such contribution be in the form of a check, draft, or money order.order, credit 32 
card charge, debit, or other noncash method that can be subject to written verification. 33 
The State Board of Elections may prescribe guidelines as to the reporting and 34 
verification of any method of contribution payment allowed under this Article. For a 35 
contribution made by credit card, the credit card account number of a contributor is not 36 
a public record." 37 

SECTION 55.(l)  G.S. 163-278.30 reads as rewritten: 38 
"§ 163-278.30.  Candidates for federal offices to file information reports. 39 

Candidates for nomination in a party primary or for election in a general or special 40 
election to the offices of United States Senator, member of the United States House of 41 
Representatives, President or Vice-President of the United States shall file with the 42 
Board all reports they or political committee treasurers or other agents acting for them 43 
are required to file under the Federal Election Campaign Act of 1971, P.L. 92-225, as 44 
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amended (T. 2, U.S.C. section 439). Those reports shall be filed with the Board at the 1 
times required by that act. The Board shall, with respect to those reports, have the 2 
following duties only: 3 

(1) To receive and maintain in an orderly manner all reports and 4 
statements required to be filed with it; 5 

(2) To preserve reports and statements filed under the Federal Election 6 
Campaign Act. Such reports and statements, after a period of two years 7 
following the election year, may be transferred to the Department of 8 
Cultural Resources, Division of Archives and History, and shall be 9 
preserved for a period of 10 years or for such period as may be 10 
required by federal law. 11 

(3) To make the reports and statements filed with it available for public 12 
inspection and copying during regular office hours, commencing as 13 
soon as practicable but not later than the end of the day during which 14 
they were received, and to permit copying of any such report or 15 
statement by hand or by duplicating machine, requested by any 16 
individual, at the expense of such individual; and 17 

(4) To compile and maintain a current list of all statements or parts of 18 
statements pertaining to each candidate. 19 

Any duty of a candidate to file and the State Board to receive and make available 20 
under this section may be met by an agreement between the State Board and the Federal 21 
Election Commission, the effect of which is for the Federal Election Commission to 22 
provide promptly to the State Board the information required by this section." 23 

SECTION 55.(m)  G.S. 163-230.1(a) reads as rewritten: 24 
"(a) A qualified voter who is eligible to vote by absentee ballot under G.S. 25 

163-226(a) or that voter's near relative or verifiable legal guardian, shall request in 26 
writing an application for absentee ballots, so that the county board of elections receives 27 
the request not later than 5:00 P.M. on the Tuesday before the election. That written 28 
request shall be signed by the voter, the voter's near relative, or the voter's verifiable 29 
legal guardian. The county board of elections shall enter in the register of absentee 30 
requests, applications, and ballots issued the information required in G.S. 163-228 as 31 
soon as each item of that information becomes available. Upon receiving the 32 
application, the county board of elections shall cause to be mailed to that voter in a 33 
single package: 34 

(1) The official ballots the voter is entitled to vote; 35 
(2) A container-return envelope for the ballots, printed in accordance with 36 

G.S. 163-229; and 37 
(3) Repealed by Session Laws 1999-455, s. 10. 38 
(4) An instruction sheet. 39 

The ballots, envelope, and instructions shall be mailed to the voter by the county 40 
board's chairman, member, officer, or employee as determined by the board and entered 41 
in the register as provided by this Article." 42 

SECTION 55.(n)  G.S. 163-278.6(1) reads as rewritten: 43 
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"(1) The term "board" means the State Board of Elections with respect to 1 
all candidates for State and multi-county district State, legislative, and 2 
judicial offices and the county or municipal board of elections with 3 
respect to all candidates for single-county district, county and 4 
municipal offices. The term means the State Board of Elections with 5 
respect to all statewide referenda and the county or municipal board of 6 
elections conducting all local referenda." 7 

SECTION 55.(o)  G.S. 163-165.1 is amended by adding a new subsection to 8 
read: 9 

"(e) Voted ballots shall be treated as confidential, and no person other than 10 
elections officials performing their duties may have access to voted ballots except by 11 
court order or order of the appropriate board of elections as part of the resolution of an 12 
election protest or investigation of an alleged election irregularity or violation. Voted 13 
ballots shall not be disclosed to members of the public in such a way as to disclose how 14 
a particular voter voted, unless a court orders otherwise." 15 

SECTION 55.(p)  Subsections 55(a) through 55(n) of this section become 16 
effective January 1, 2003, and apply to all primaries and elections held on and after that 17 
date. Subsection 55(o) is effective when this act becomes law. 18

– A request is not valid if it does not 43 
comply with subsection (a) of this section. If a county board of elections receives a 44 
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request for an absentee ballot that does not comply with subsection (a) of this section, 1 
the board shall not issue an application and ballot under G.S. 163-230.1. 2 

(c) Rules by State Board. – The State Board of Elections shall adopt rules for the 3 
enforcement of this section." 4

SECTION 57.1.(a)  G.S. 163-278.7(b) reads as rewritten: 7 
"(b) Each appointed treasurer shall file with the Board at the time required by G.S. 8 

163-278.9(a)(1) a statement of organization that includes: 9 
(1) The Name, Address and Purpose of the Candidate, Political 10 

Committee, or Referendum Committee. – When the political 11 
committee or referendum committee is created pursuant to G.S. 12 
163-278.19(b), the name shall be or include the name of the 13 
corporation, insurance company, business entity, labor union or 14 
professional association whose officials, employees, or members 15 
established the committee. When the political committee or 16 
referendum committee is not created pursuant to G.S. 163-278.19(b), 17 
the name shall be or include the economic interest, if identifiable, 18 
principally represented by the committee's organizers or intended to be 19 
advanced by use of the committee's receipts. 20 

(2) The names, addresses, and relationships of affiliated or connected 21 
candidates, political committees, referendum committees, political 22 
parties, or similar organizations; 23 

(3) The territorial area, scope, or jurisdiction of the candidate, political 24 
committee, or referendum committee; 25 

(4) The name, address, and position with the candidate or political 26 
committee of the custodian of books and accounts; 27 

(5) The name and party affiliation of the candidate(s) whom the 28 
committee is supporting or opposing, and the office(s) involved; 29 

(5a) The name of the referendum(s) which the referendum committee is 30 
supporting or opposing, and whether the committee is supporting or 31 
opposing the referendum; 32 

(6) The name of the political committee or political party being supported 33 
or opposed if the committee is supporting the ticket of a particular 34 
political or political party; 35 

(7) A listing of all banks, safety deposit boxes, or other depositories used, 36 
including the names and numbers of all accounts maintained and the 37 
numbers of all such safety deposit boxes used;used, provided that the 38 
Board shall keep any account number included in any report required 39 
by this Article confidential except as necessary to conduct an audit or 40 
investigation, except as required by a court of competent jurisdiction, 41 
or unless confidentiality is waived by the treasurer. Disclosure of an 42 
account number in violation of this subdivision shall not give rise to a 43 
civil cause of action. This limitation of liability does not apply to the 44 
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disclosure of account numbers in violation of this subdivision as a 1 
result of gross negligence, wanton conduct, or intentional wrongdoing 2 
that would otherwise be actionable. 3 

(8) The name or names and address or addresses of any assistant treasurers 4 
appointed by the treasurer. Such assistant treasurers shall be authorized 5 
to act in the name of the treasurer, who shall be fully responsible for 6 
any act or acts committed by an assistant treasurer, and the treasurer 7 
shall be fully liable for any violation of this Article committed by any 8 
assistant treasurer; and 9 

(9) Any other information which might be requested by the Board that 10 
deals with the campaign organization of the candidate or referendum 11 
committee." 12 

SECTION 57.1.(b)  This section becomes effective January 1, 2003, and 13 
applies to any report filed on or after that date. The State Board of Elections may redact, 14 
and may authorize county boards of elections to redact, account numbers from public 15 
copies of reports filed prior to January 1, 2003.

"(a) Except as provided in subsections (b), (d), (e), and (f) (f), and (g) of this 18 

section it shall be unlawful for any corporation, business entity, labor union, 19 
professional association or insurance company directly or indirectly: 20 

(1) To make any contribution to a candidate or political committee (except 21 
a loan of money by a national or State bank or federal or State savings 22 
and loan association made in accordance with the applicable banking 23 
or savings and loan association laws and regulations and in the 24 
ordinary course of business) or to make any expenditure to support or 25 
oppose the nomination or election of a clearly identified candidate; 26 

(2) To pay or use or offer, consent or agree to pay or use any of its money 27 
or property for any contribution to a candidate or political committee 28 
or for any expenditure to support or oppose the nomination or election 29 
of a clearly identified candidate; or 30 

(3) To compensate, reimburse, or indemnify any person or individual for 31 
money or property so used or for any contribution or expenditure so 32 
made; 33 

and it shall be unlawful for any officer, director, stockholder, attorney, agent or member 34 
of any corporation, business entity, labor union, professional association or insurance 35 
company to aid, abet, advise or consent to any such contribution or expenditure, or for 36 
any person or individual to solicit or knowingly receive any such contribution or 37 
expenditure. Supporting or opposing the election of clearly identified candidates 38 
includes supporting or opposing the candidates of a clearly identified political party. 39 
Any officer, director, stockholder, attorney, agent or member of any corporation, 40 
business entity, labor union, professional association or insurance company aiding or 41 
abetting in any contribution or expenditure made in violation of this section shall be 42 
guilty of a Class 2 misdemeanor, and shall in addition be liable to such corporation, 43 
business entity, labor union, professional association or insurance company for the 44 
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amount of such contribution or expenditure, and the same may be recovered of him 1 
upon suit by any stockholder or member thereof." 2 

SECTION 57.3.(b)  G.S. 163-278.19 is amended by adding a new subsection 3 
to read: 4 

"(g) If a political committee has as its only purpose accepting contributions and 5 
making expenditures to influence elections, and that political committee incorporates as 6 
a nonprofit corporation to shield its participants from liability created outside this 7 
Chapter, that political committee is not considered to be a corporation for purposes of 8 
this section. Incorporation of a political committee does not relieve any individual, 9 
person, or other entity of any liability, duty, or obligation created pursuant to any 10 
provision of this Chapter.

assistance grants may be made available to eligible entities located 22 
within the disaster area on the following terms and conditions: 23 
a. Eligible entities shall meet the following qualifications: 24 

1. The eligible entity suffers a minimum of ten thousand 25 
dollars ($10,000) in uninsurable losses; 26 

2. The eligible entity suffers uninsurable losses in an 27 
amount equal to or exceeding one-half percent (0.5%) of 28 
the annual operating budget; 29 

3. For a state of disaster proclaimed pursuant to G.S. 30

feasibility of charging an admission fee to the State's museums and other similar 23 
facilities open to the public. The Office of State Budget and Management shall conduct 24 
the study in consultation with the Fiscal Research Division of the Legislative Services 25 
Office. The Office of State Budget and Management shall complete this study and 26 
report to the Chairs of the Senate and House of Representatives Appropriations 27 
Committees by November 1, 2002.February 1, 2003." 28 

SECTION 82.  Section 28.3A of S.L. 2002-126 reads as rewritten: 29 
"SECTION 28.3A. Any person who is a full-time permanent employee on 30 

September 30, 2002, of (i) a local board of education, except for an employee who 31 
receives a salary increment pursuant to Section 7.1, 7.2, or 7.45 of this act, or (ii) the 32 
State, who is eligible for annual leave shall have a one-time additional 10 days of annual 33 
leave credited on that date. Local board of education employees paid on salary 34 
schedules in Section 7.1 or 7.2 of this act are not eligible to receive this additional 35 
annual leave unless they are at the top of their respective salary schedules and do not 36 
receive a salary increment for the 2002-2003 fiscal year. Employees paid under Section 37 
7.45 of this act shall not be eligible for this additional annual leave unless they are at the 38 
top of their respective salary schedules and do not receive a salary increment for the 39 
2002-2003 fiscal year. That leave shall be accounted for separately, and shall remain 40 
available until used, notwithstanding any other limitation on the total number of days of 41 
annual leave that may be carried forward. Part-time permanent employees and 9- or 42 
10-month employees shall receive a pro rata amount of the 10 days. 43 
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The General Assembly encourages the State Board of Community Colleges to adopt 1 
rules authorizing the colleges to provide special annual leave bonuses, compensation 2 
bonuses, or other employee benefits to their employees. Included within this may be 3 
salary increases within available funds to employees not receiving special annual leave 4 
bonuses." 5 

SECTION 83.  If Senate Bill 1238, 2001 Session, becomes law, Sections 4.1 6 
and 5 of that act read as rewritten: 7 

"SECTION 4.1. The appropriation to the Department of State Treasurer, Retirement 8 
Systems Division, is increased Treasurer is authorized to increase the requirements and 9 
receipts for the operating budget of the Retirement Systems Division in the amount of 10 
two hundred forty-seven thousand seven hundred thirteen dollars ($247,713) for the 11 
fiscal year 2002-2003 and the fiscal year 2003-2004 to fund eight two-year time-limited 12 
positions to implement the provisions of this act. 13 

SECTION 5. This Sections 4.1 and 5 of this act become effective November 1, 14 
2002, and the remainder of this act becomes effective January 1, 2003."   15 

SECTION 84.  The following budget reductions in the Department of Health 16 
and Human Services, as provided in the Joint Conference Committee Report on the 17 
Continuation, Expansion and Capital Budgets, dated September 18, 2002, are modified 18 
as follows: 19 

(1) The reduction in funding in the Division of Facility Services under the 20 
heading "17 Legal Services" is for the elimination of the contract with 21 
the Department of Justice for one paralegal position. This reduction 22 
does not require the elimination of a personnel position in the 23 
Division. 24 

(2) The reduction in funding for the Division of Mental Health, 25 
Developmental Disabilities, and Substance Abuse Services under the 26 
heading "40 Mental Retardation Centers" is modified by deleting "1.0 27 
Outreach Specialist II" and substituting "2.0 Outreach Specialist II"; 28 
and by deleting "1.0 Patient Review Coordinator". 29 

(3) The reduction in funding for the Division of Mental Health, 30 
Developmental Disabilities, and Substance Abuse Services under the 31 
heading "State Psychiatric Hospitals" is modified by deleting "1.0 32 
Patient Relations Representative III" and substituting "1.0 Patient 33 
Relations Representative IV". 34 

(4) The reduction in funding in the Division of Vocation Rehabilitation 35 
under the heading "111 Position Eliminations" is modified by deleting 36 
"Eliminates 24.0 vacant and 2.0 filled positions:" and substituting 37 
"Eliminates 23.0 vacant and 2.0 filled positions:"; by deleting "8.0 38 
Office Assistant III's" and substituting "7.5 Office Assistant III's"; and 39 
by deleting "1.0 Processing Assistant III" and substituting ".5 40 
Processing Assistant III". Twenty-five personnel positions are 41 
eliminated by this reduction. 42 

(5) The reduction in funding for Office of Education Services under the 43 
heading "122 Central Preschool Program" is modified by deleting 44 
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"Eliminates 7.0 vacant and 2.0 filled preschool staff positions" and 1 
substituting "Eliminates 6.75 vacant and 2.0 filled preschool staff 2 
positions"; and by deleting "1.0 EDA II" and substituting ".75 EDA 3 
II". Eight and three-fourths personnel positions are eliminated by this 4 
reduction. 5 

(6) The reduction in funding for Office of Education Services under the 6 
heading "131 Positions at WNCSD" is modified by deleting 7 
"Abolishes 14.75 vacant and 1.0 filled positions" and substituting 8 
"Abolishes 11.75 vacant and 1.0 filled positions"; by deleting "1.0 9 
Computer Support Tech II"; and by deleting "5.0 Teachers" and 10 
substituting "3.0 Teachers". Twelve and three-fourths positions are 11 
eliminated by this reduction. 12 

SECTION 85.  The following positions in the Office of State Personnel, as 13 
provided in the Joint Conference Committee Report on the Continuation, Expansion and 14 
Capital Budgets, dated September 18, 2002, are modified as follows: 15 

(1) Delete "HR Partner - #4000-0500-0004-320 – ($35,535)" and 16 
substitute "HR Partner - #4000-0300-0004-320 – ($35,535)"; and 17 

(2) Delete "HR Partner - #4000-0500-0004-946 – ($36,396)" and 18 
substitute "HR Partner - #4000-0300-0004-946 – ($36,396)".  19 

SECTION 86.  Notwithstanding any other provision of law, the Department 20 
of Health and Human Services shall expend from funds available in the 2002-2003 21 
fiscal year the sum of two million dollars ($2,000,000) for the purpose of planning and 22 
preliminary design through the schematic phase of replacement hospitals for Cherry and 23 
Broughton psychiatric hospitals.  The Department shall ensure that the identification 24 
and use of the funds for these purposes do not adversely impact direct services for 25 
mental health, developmental disabilities, or substance abuse and do not impact 26 
adversely area or county mental health, developmental disabilities, and substance abuse 27 
services programs. The replacement hospitals for Cherry Hospital and Broughton 28 
Hospital shall be located in the Counties of Wayne and Burke to serve the Eastern and 29 
Western regions of the State. 30 

SECTION 87.  Any employee subject to a reduction in force action pursuant 31 
to Executive Order Number 22 whose position was ultimately funded in S.L. 2002-126 32 
shall maintain the employee's career State employee status as provided in G.S. 126-1.1. 33 
Employees may also purchase vacation leave up to the amount that they had accrued, 34 
not to exceed 240 hours, prior to the date of their separation. Employees who had 35 
accrued in excess of 240 hours of annual leave shall have that balance reinstated.  These 36 
employees shall also receive the "Special Annual Leave Bonus" as specified in Section 37 
28.3A of S.L. 2002-126. 38 

SECTION 88.  Notwithstanding G.S. 12-3.1(a)(2), the North Carolina 39 
Locksmith Licensing Board may adopt its initial fees as authorized by G.S. 74F-9 40 
without prior consultation with the Joint Legislative Commission on Governmental 41 
Operations.  The North Carolina Locksmith Licensing Board shall report on the amount 42 
and purpose of its initial fees to the Joint Legislative Commission on Governmental 43 
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Operations prior to the next meeting of the Joint Legislative Commission on 1 
Governmental Operations following the adoption of the initial fees. 2 

SECTION 89.  Notwithstanding any other provision of law to the contrary, 3 
the General Assembly may authorize the use of monies from its reserve to pay the dues 4 
for the Southern Legislative Conference and other associated organizations for the 5 
2002-2003 fiscal year. 6 

SECTION 90.  The Asheboro Municipal Airport is designated as the official 7 
location of the North Carolina Aviation Hall of Fame and the North Carolina Aviation 8 
Museum.  The Airborne Operation Museum of Fayetteville is designated as the official 9 
location of the Airborne Military Museum of North Carolina. 10 

SECTION 91.  The Secretary of Health and Human Services shall maintain 11 
all existing educational and research programs in psychiatry and psychology conducted 12 
by the University of North Carolina School of Medicine and the Psychology 13 
Department within the School of Arts and Sciences at the University of North Carolina 14 
at Chapel Hill at Dorothea Dix Hospital and John Umstead Hospital, unless the 15 
programs are otherwise modified by the University of North Carolina School of 16 
Medicine or the School of Arts and Sciences.  The University of North Carolina School 17 
of Medicine shall retain authority over all educational and research programs in 18 
psychiatry, and the University of North Carolina School of Arts and Sciences shall 19 
retain authority over all educational and research programs in psychology conducted at 20 
these hospitals and any new State psychiatric hospital.  The Secretary shall consult with 21 
the University of North Carolina School of Medicine in programmatic, operational, and 22 
facility planning of the new psychiatric hospital to ensure appropriate patient treatment 23 
and continuation of educational and research programs conducted by the University of 24 
North Carolina School of Medicine. Likewise, the Secretary shall consult with the 25 
University of North Carolina School of Arts and Sciences to ensure appropriate 26 
continuation of educational and research programs conducted by the University of 27 
North Carolina School of Arts and Sciences. 28 

SECTION 92.  Unless otherwise provided, this act is effective when it 29 
becomes law. 30
