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AN ACT AUTHORIZING THE TOWN OF OCEAN ISLE BEACH TO REMOVE 
ABANDONED AIRPLANES FROM PUBLIC PROPERTY. 

 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 

 
SECTION 1.  The Town of Ocean Isle Beach may by ordinance prohibit the 

abandonment of airplanes on public property within the Town, and may enforce any 
ordinance adopted by removing and disposing of abandoned airplanes according to the 
procedures prescribed in G.S. 160A-303. An abandoned airplane is one that is left on 
property owned or operated by the Town for longer than 90 days. 

SECTION 2.  This act is effective when it becomes law. 
In the General Assembly read three times and ratified this the 24th day of 

May, 2005. 
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
