AN ACT TO MOVE ELECTIONS FOR THE TOWN OF ROPER TO THE
TUESDAY AFTER THE FIRST MONDAY IN NOVEMBER IN
ODD-NUMBERED YEARS.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

SECTION 1. Section 3 of the Charter of the Town of Roper, being Chapter

24, Private Laws of 1907, reads as rewritten:
"Sec. 3. That the officers of said corporation shall consist of a mayor, three
commissioners, regular and special policemen, clerk and treasurer, and such other

commissioner shall be determined by the nonpartisan plurality method in accordance
with G.S. 163-292 and shall be held at the time set forth in G.S. 163-279(a)(1)."
SECTION 2. This act applies to elections held in 2009 and thereafter.
SECTION 3. This act is effective when it becomes law. )
wul 2008In the General Assembly read three times and ratified this the 16" day of
uly, .
