AN ACT TO APPROPRIATE FUNDS TO CONSTRUCT AND EQUIP AN
EXPANDED GENETICS AND CLINICAL RESEARCH FACILITY AT MISSION
HOSPITALS IN ASHEVILLE.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

SECTION 1. There is appropriated from the General Fund to Mission
Hospitals, a nonprofit corporation, in Asheville, North Carolina, the sum of seven
million dollars ($7,000,000) for the 2008-2009 fiscal year. These funds will be used to
construct and equip an expanded genetics and clinical research facility at Mission
Hospitals. Funds appropriated in this act will be administered by the Mission Health
Care Foundation, Inc.

SECTION 2. This act becomes effective July 1, 2008.
