persons that are retroactively enrolled in Medicare Part B due to a retroactive eligibility 2 
decision made by the Social Security Administration, the application must be submitted within 3 
a six-month period beginning with the month in which the person receives notification of the 4 
retroactive eligibility decision." 5

Every 29 
annuity contract subject to this section shall contain as part of the contract the original or 30 
reproduction of the application required by this section. 31

(a) No authorized insurer shall deliver or issue for delivery in this State any Any 40 
deferred annuity contract that contains a provision that reduces the death benefit of the contract 41 
by a surrender fee when death occurs during the surrender period.period shall include a 42 
statement to that effect in prominent print on the cover page of the first specifications page. 43 

(b) Any deferred annuity for which the death benefit in any year is less than the account 44 
value shall include a statement to that effect in prominent print on the coverage page or the first 45 
specifications page." 46

Commissioner may adopt, amend, or repeal provisions of these rules under G.S. 150B-21.1 in 5 
order to keep these rules current with the NAIC model rule." 6

calendar days before an insurer seeks overpayment recovery or offsets future payments, the 12 
insurer shall give written notice to the health care provider or health care facility, which notice 13 
shall be accompanied by adequate specific information to identify the specific claim and the 14 
specific reason for the recovery. The recovery of overpayments or offsetting of future payments 15 
may be made not more than shall be made within the two years after the date of the original 16 
claim payment unless the insurer has reasonable belief of fraud or other intentional misconduct 17 
by the health care provider or health care facility or its agents, or the claim involves a health 18 
care provider or health care facility receiving payment for the same service from a government 19 
payor. The health care provider or health care facility may recover underpayments or 20 
nonpayments by the insurer by making demands for refunds. Any such recoveries by the health 21 
care provider or health care facility of underpayments or nonpayment by the insurer may 22 
include applicable interest under this section. The period for which such recoveries may be 23 
made may not exceed The recovery of underpayments or nonpayments shall be made within the 24 
two years after the date of the original claim adjudication, unless the claim involves a health 25 
provider or health care facility receiving payment for the same service from a government 26 
payor." 27 

SECTION 18.  G.S. 58-51-25 reads as rewritten: 28 
"§ 58-51-25.  Policy coverage to continue as to mentally retarded or physically 29

1969, which policy that  provides that coverage of a dependent child shall terminate upon 34 
attainment of the limiting age for dependent children specified in the policy or contract, shall 35 
also provide in substance that attainment of such limiting age shall not operate or terminate the 36 
coverage of such child while the child is and continues to be (i) incapable of self-sustaining 37 
employment by reason of mental retardation or physical handicap; and (ii) chiefly dependent 38 
upon the policyholder or subscriber for support and maintenance: Provided, proof of such 39 
incapacity and dependency is furnished to the insurer, hospital service plan corporation, or 40 
medical service plan corporation by the policyholder or subscriber within 31 days of the child's 41 
attainment of the limiting age and subsequently as may be required by the insurer or 42 
corporation, but not more frequently than annually after the child's attainment of the limiting 43 
age.

(b) All health benefit plans, as defined in G.S. 58-3-167, that provide that coverage of a 45 
dependent child shall terminate upon a change in enrollment of the child in a postsecondary 46 
educational institution shall provide for the continued eligibility of the dependent child during a 47 
medically necessary leave of absence from the postsecondary educational institution in 48 
accordance with all applicable requirements of Public Law 110-381, known as Michelle's 49

requirements of this section and G.S. 58-50-87. A decision by the Commissioner to recognize 27 
an accreditation program for the purpose of granting deemed status may be made only after 28 
reviewing the accreditation standards and program information submitted by the accrediting 29 
body. An independent review organization seeking deemed status due to its accreditation shall 30 
submit original documentation issued by the accrediting body to demonstrate its 31 
accreditation.In order to be eligible for approval by the Commissioner, an independent review 32 
organization shall be accredited by a nationally recognized private accrediting entity that the 33 
Commissioner has determined has independent review organization accreditation standards that 34 
are equivalent to or exceed the minimum qualifications established under G.S. 58-50-87. The 35

nationally recognized private accrediting entity if there are no acceptable nationally recognized 37 
private accrediting entities providing independent review organization accreditation." 38

"(b) After the public opening, the Commissioner shall review the proposals, examining 45 

the costs and quality of the services offered by the independent review organizations, the 46 
reputation and capabilities of the independent review organizations submitting the proposals, 47 
and the provisions in G.S. 58-50-85 and G.S. 58-50-87. The Commissioner shall determine 48 
which proposal or proposals would satisfy the provisions of this Part. The Commissioner shall 49 
make his determination in consultation with an evaluation committee whose membership 50 
includes representatives of insurers subject to Part 4 of Article 50 of Chapter 58 of the General 51 
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Statutes, health care providers, and insureds. In selecting the review organizations, in addition 1 
to considering cost, quality, and adherence to the requirements of the request for proposals, the 2 
Commissioner shall consider the desirability and feasibility of contracting with multiple review 3 
organizations and shall ensure that, for any given type of case involving highly specialized 4 
services and treatments, at least one review organization is available and capable of reviewing 5 
the case." 6 

SECTION 35.  G.S. 58-57-100(a) reads as rewritten: 7 
"(a) Single interest or dual interest physical damage insurance may be written on 8 

nonfleet private passenger motor vehicles, as defined in G.S. 58-40-10, that are used as 9 
collateral for loans made under Article 15 of Chapter 53 of the General Statutes. Automobile 10 
physical damage insurance as described in this section is a form of credit property insurance, as 11 
referred to in G.S. 53-189. It is subject to the following conditions: 12 

(1) Such insurance may be written only on a motor vehicle on which there is a 13 
valid inspection sticker.that is in compliance with the inspection 14 
requirements of Part 2 of Article 3A of Chapter 20 of the General Statutes. 15 

(2) If a motor vehicle is already insured and the lender is named loss payee and 16 
that insurance continues in force, then no other physical damage insurance 17 
may be written. 18 

(3) Notification must be given orally and in writing to the borrower that he has 19 
the option to provide his own insurance coverage at any point during the 20 
term of the loan. 21 

(4) The creditor must have either a first or second lien on the motor vehicle to 22 
be insured. 23 

(5) The amount of insurance coverage may not exceed the lesser of (i) the 24 
principal amount of the loan plus allowable charges, excluding interest, plus 25 
two scheduled installment payments or (ii) the actual fair market value of the 26 
collateral at the time the insurance is written. 27 

(6) When a creditor accepts other collateral in addition to a motor vehicle as 28 
herein defined, the combined insurance on all collateral may not exceed the 29 
initial indebtedness of the loan." 30 

SECTION 36.  Section 3 of S.L. 2005-183 reads as rewritten: 31 
"SECTION 3.  This act becomes effective October 1, 2005, and expires October 1, 32 

2009.2005." 33 
SECTION 37.  Sections 34, 35, and 36 of this act are effective when this act 34 

becomes law.  The remainder of this act becomes effective October 1, 2009. 35
