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A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 1 

AN ACT TO ADOPT A BIPARTISAN TAX REFORM PLAN TO PROMOTE ECONOMIC 2 

DEVELOPMENT IN NORTH CAROLINA BY ESTABLISHING A SOUND STATE 3 

TAX STRUCTURE THAT REVISES THE EXISTING STRUCTURE ON A 4 

REVENUE-NEUTRAL BASIS, LOWERS ALL MAJOR TAX RATES, TAXES ALL 5 

INCOME AT THE SAME RATE, AND MAKES THE STRUCTURE SIMPLER, 6 

FAIRER, AND CONSISTENT WITH THE MODERN ECONOMY, AS 7 

RECOMMENDED BY PAST TAX STUDIES. 8 

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 9 

 10 

PART I. GENERAL FINDINGS AND PURPOSE 11 
SECTION 1.(a)  The General Assembly of North Carolina finds the following: 12 

(1) North Carolina's current tax structure has not been comprehensively revised 13 

since the Great Depression. The tax structure adopted then, while amended 14 

extensively over the years in a piecemeal fashion, no longer reflects North 15 

Carolina's 21st Century economy. 16 

(2) Over the years, the multiplication of credits, allowances, special rates, and 17 

exemptions has progressively narrowed the base of the State's individual and 18 

corporate income taxes, with the result that the rates for those income taxes 19 

are now among the highest in our region and among our peer states. 20 

(3) North Carolina's current tax structure undermines the State's competitive 21 

position and acts as a deterrent to new business investment and the creation 22 

of new jobs. 23 

(4) The State's reliance on temporary and expedient tax changes to meet budget 24 

shortfalls has created a tax structure that is unpredictable for taxpayers and a 25 

revenue stream that is unstable for the State. 26 

SECTION 1.(b)  It is the intent of this legislation to promote economic 27 

development by establishing broader tax bases and lowering tax rates in a comprehensive 28 

manner, as recommended by numerous study committees charged with developing a 21st 29 

Century tax policy for the State. Adoption of a modern tax structure will accomplish the 30 

following objectives: 31 

(1) Make North Carolina's tax system more competitive relative to our peer 32 

states. 33 
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(2) Conform North Carolina's tax system to the current economy and not that of 1 

the 1933 economy. 2 

(3) Stabilize North Carolina's tax base and provide a reliable revenue stream for 3 

the future. 4 

(4) Make North Carolina's tax system fairer so that individual taxpayers and 5 

business taxpayers who are in very similar circumstances to one another are 6 

treated in roughly the same way by the tax system. 7 

(5) Balance North Carolina's tax revenues among the different types of taxes 8 

and the different groups of taxpayers on a revenue-neutral basis. The 9 

consensus forecasted amounts for fiscal year 2014-2015 are used to establish 10 

the revenue-neutrality of the tax changes in this legislation. 11 

SECTION 1.(c)  This section is effective when it becomes law. 12

In the absence of convincing proof to 17 

the contrary, an individual who is present within the State for more than 183 18 

days during the taxable year is presumed to be a resident, but the absence of 19 

an individual from the state for more than 183 days raises no presumption 20 

that the individual is not a resident. A resident who removes from the State 21 

during a taxable year is considered a resident until he has both established a 22 

definite domicile elsewhere and abandoned any domicile in this State. The 23 

fact of marriage does not raise any presumption as to domicile or residence. 24 

(13) Retirement benefits. – Amounts paid to a former employee or the beneficiary 25 

of a former employee under a written retirement plan established by the 26 

employer to provide payments to an employee or the beneficiary of an 27 

employee after the end of the employee's employment with the employer 28 

where the right to receive the payments is based upon the employment 29 

relationship. With respect to a self-employed individual or the beneficiary of 30 

a self-employed individual, the term means amounts paid to the individual or 31 

beneficiary of the individual under a written retirement plan established by 32 

the individual to provide payments to the individual or the beneficiary of the 33 

individual after the end of the self-employment. In addition, the term 34 

includes amounts received from an individual retirement account described 35 

in section 408 of the Code or from an individual retirement annuity 36 

described in section 408 of the Code. For the purpose of this subdivision, the 37 

term "employee" includes a volunteer worker. 38

"§ 105-153.4.  North Carolina taxable income defined. 48 

(a) Residents. – For an individual who is a resident of this State, the term "North 49 

Carolina taxable income" means the taxpayer's adjusted gross income as modified in 50 

G.S. 105-134.6.G.S. 105-153.5. 51 
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(b) Nonresidents. – For a nonresident individual, the term "North Carolina taxable 1 

income" means the taxpayer's adjusted gross income as modified in G.S. 105-134.6, 2 

G.S. 105-153.5, multiplied by a fraction the denominator of which is the taxpayer's gross 3 

income as modified in G.S. 105-134.6, G.S. 105-153.5, and the numerator of which is the 4 

amount of that gross income, as modified, that is derived from North Carolina sources and is 5 

attributable to the ownership of any interest in real or tangible personal property in this State, is 6 

derived from a business, trade, profession, or occupation carried on in this State, or is derived 7 

from gambling activities in this State. 8 

(c) Part-year Residents. – If an individual was a resident of this State for only part of 9 

the taxable year, having moved into or removed from the State during the year, the term "North 10 

Carolina taxable income" has the same meaning as in subsection (b) of this section except that 11 

the numerator includes adjusted gross income, as modified under G.S. 105-134.6, 12 

G.S. 105-153.5, derived from all sources during the period the individual was a resident. 13 

(d) S Corporations and Partnerships. – In order to calculate the numerator of the 14 

fraction provided in subsection (b) of this section, the amount of a shareholder's pro rata share 15 

of S Corporation income that is includable in the numerator is the shareholder's pro rata share 16 

of the S Corporation's income attributable to the State, as defined in G.S. 105-131(b)(4). In 17 

order to calculate the numerator of the fraction provided in subsection (b) of this section for a 18 

member of a partnership or other unincorporated business that has one or more nonresident 19 

members and operates in one or more other states, the amount of the member's distributive 20 

share of income of the business that is includable in the numerator is determined by multiplying 21 

the total net income of the business by the ratio ascertained under the provisions of 22 

G.S. 105-130.4. As used in this subsection, total net income means the entire gross income of 23 

the business less all expenses, taxes, interest, and other deductions allowable under the Code 24 

that were incurred in the operation of the business. 25 

(e) Tax Year. – A taxpayer must compute North Carolina taxable income on the basis 26 

of the taxable year used in computing the taxpayer's income tax liability under the Code." 27 

SECTION 2.(e)  Part 2 of Article 4 of Chapter 105 of the General Statutes is 28 

amended by adding the following new sections to read: 29 

"§ 105-153.5.  Modifications to adjusted gross income. 30 

(a) Deductions. – In calculating North Carolina taxable income, a taxpayer must deduct 31 

from the taxpayer's adjusted gross income any of the following items that are included in the 32 

taxpayer's adjusted gross income: 33 

(1) Interest upon the obligations of any of the following: 34 

a. The United States or its possessions. 35 

b. This State, a political subdivision of this State, or a commission, an 36 

authority, or another agency of this State or of a political subdivision 37 

of this State. 38 

(2) Gain from the disposition of obligations issued before July 1, 1995, to the 39 

extent the gain is exempt from tax under the laws of this State. 40 

(3) Amounts received from retirement annuities or pensions paid under the 41 

provisions of the Railroad Retirement Act of 1937. 42 

(4) Refunds of State, local, and foreign income taxes included in the taxpayer's 43 

gross income. 44 

(5) The amount received during the taxable year from one or more State, local, 45 

or federal government retirement plans to the extent the amount is exempt 46 

from tax under this Part pursuant to a court order in settlement of any of the 47 

following cases: 48 

a. Bailey v. State, 92 CVS 10221, 94 CVS 6904, 95 CVS 6625, 95 CVS 49 

8230. 50 

b. Emory v. State, 98 CVS 0738. 51 
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c. Patton v. State, 95 CVS 04346. 1 

(6) Income that meets both of the following requirements: 2 

a. Is earned or received by an enrolled member of a federally 3 

recognized Indian tribe. 4 

b. Is derived from activities on a federally recognized Indian 5 

reservation while the member resides on the reservation. Income 6 

from intangibles having a situs on the reservation and retirement 7 

income associated with activities on the reservation are considered 8 

income derived from activities on the reservation. 9 

(7) The amount by which the basis of property under this Article exceeds the 10 

basis of the property under the Code, in the year the taxpayer disposes of the 11 

property. 12 

(8) The amount paid to the taxpayer by the State under G.S. 148-84 as 13 

compensation for pecuniary loss suffered by reason of erroneous conviction 14 

and imprisonment. 15 

(9) The amount allowed as a deduction under G.S. 105-153.6 as a result of an 16 

add-back for federal accelerated depreciation and expensing. 17 

(b) Additions. – In calculating North Carolina taxable income, a taxpayer must add to 18 

the taxpayer's adjusted gross income any of the following items that are not included in the 19 

taxpayer's adjusted gross income: 20 

(1) Interest upon the obligations of states other than this State, political 21 

subdivisions of those states, and agencies of those states and their political 22 

subdivisions. 23 

(2) The amount by which a shareholder's share of S Corporation income is 24 

reduced under section 1366(f)(2) of the Code for the taxable year by the 25 

amount of built-in gains tax imposed on the S Corporation under section 26 

1374 of the Code. 27 

(3) The amount by which the basis of property under the Code exceeds the basis 28 

of the property under this Article, in the year the taxpayer disposes of the 29 

property. 30 

(4) The amount excluded from gross income under section 199 of the Code. 31 

(5) The amount required to be added under G.S. 105-153.6 when the State 32 

decouples from federal accelerated depreciation and expensing. 33 

"§ 105-153.6.  Adjustments when State decouples from federal accelerated depreciation 34 

and expensing. 35 
(a) Special Accelerated Depreciation. – A taxpayer who places property in service 36 

during a taxable year listed in the table below and who takes a special accelerated depreciation 37 

deduction for that property under section 168(k) or 168(n) of the Code must add to the 38 

taxpayer's federal taxable income or adjusted gross income, as appropriate, eighty-five percent 39 

(85%) of the amount taken for that year under those Code provisions. For taxable years before 40 

2013, the taxpayer must add the amount to the taxpayer's federal taxable income. For taxable 41 

year 2013 and after, the taxpayer must add the amount to the taxpayer's adjusted gross income. 42 

A taxpayer is allowed to deduct twenty percent (20%) of the add-back in each of the first 43 

five taxable years following the year the taxpayer is required to include the add-back in income. 44 

The table below indicates the applicable five-year period. 45

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(b) 2009 Depreciation Exception. – A taxpayer who placed property in service during 1 

the 2009 taxable year and whose North Carolina taxable income for the 2009 taxable year 2 

reflected a special accelerated depreciation deduction allowed for the property under section 3 

168(k) of the Code must add eighty-five percent (85%) of the amount of the special accelerated 4 

depreciation deduction to its federal taxable income for the 2010 taxable year. A taxpayer is 5 

allowed to deduct this add-back under subsection (a) of this section as if it were for property 6 

placed in service in 2010. 7 

(c) Section 179 Expense. – For purposes of this subdivision, the definition of section 8 

179 property has the same meaning as under section 179 of the Code as of January 1, 2011. A 9 

taxpayer who places section 179 property in service during a taxable year listed in the table 10 

below must add to the taxpayer's federal taxable income or adjusted gross income as 11 

appropriate, eighty-five percent (85%) of the amount by which the taxpayer's expense 12 

deduction under section 179 of the Code exceeds the amount that would have been allowed for 13 

that taxable year under section 179 of the Code as of May 1, 2010. For taxable years before 14 

2013, the taxpayer must add the amount to the taxpayer's federal taxable income. For taxable 15 

year 2013 and after, the taxpayer must add the amount to the taxpayer's adjusted gross income. 16 

A taxpayer is allowed to deduct twenty percent (20%) of the add-back in each of the first 17 

five taxable years following the year the taxpayer is required to include the add-back in income. 18 

The table in subsection (a) of this section indicates the applicable five-year period. 19 

(d) Asset Basis. – The adjustments made in this section do not result in a difference in 20 

basis of the affected assets for State and federal income tax purposes. 21 

"§ 105-153.7.  Individual income tax imposed. 22 

(a) Tax. – A tax is imposed for each taxable year on the North Carolina taxable income 23 

of an individual. The tax is six percent (6%) of the taxpayer's North Carolina taxable income 24 

that exceeds the zero tax bracket for the taxpayer's filing status. For purposes of Section 2 of 25 

Article V of the North Carolina Constitution, the zero tax bracket provides an exemption so that 26 

only net incomes are taxed. 27 

The zero tax brackets are as follows: 28 

(1) For married individuals who file a joint return under G.S. 105-153.8 and for 29 

surviving spouses, as defined in section 2(a) of the Code: 30

(2) For heads of households, as defined in section 2(b) of the Code: 33

(4) For married individuals who do not file a joint return under G.S. 105-153.7: 40

(b) Indexed Brackets. – For taxable years beginning on or after January 1, 2016, the 43 

"Up To" zero tax bracket maximums that are set out in subsection (a) of this section are 44 

indexed for the taxable year in accordance with the cost-of-living adjustment used under 45 

section 1 of the Code to index the federal rate brackets for that taxable year. The indexed zero 46 

tax brackets determined under this subsection apply in lieu of the zero tax brackets set out in 47 

subsection (a) of this section. The Secretary must publish the zero tax brackets set under this 48 

subsection. 49 

(c) Withholding Tables. – The Secretary may provide tables that compute the amount 50 

of tax due for a taxable year under this Part. The tables do not apply to an individual who files a 51 
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return under section 443(a)(1) of the Code for a period of less than 12 months due to a change 1 

in the individual's annual accounting period, or to an estate or trust." 2 

SECTION 2.(f)  G.S. 105-152 and G.S. 105-151, recodified by this act as 3 

G.S. 105-153.8 and G.S. 105-153.9, read as rewritten: 4 

"§ 105-153.8.  Income tax returns. 5 

(a) Who Must File. – The following individuals shall must file with the Secretary an 6 

income tax return under affirmation: 7 

(1) Every resident required to file an income tax return for the taxable year 8 

under the Code and every whose North Carolina taxable income exceeds the 9 

zero tax bracket amount under G.S. 105-153.7. 10 

(1a) Every nonresident individual who (i) derivedmeets all of the following 11 

requirements: 12 

a. Receives during the taxable year gross income that is derived from 13 

North Carolina sources during the taxable yearand is attributable to 14 

the ownership of any interest in real or tangible personal property in 15 

this State orState, is derived from a business, trade, profession, or 16 

occupation carried on in this State and (ii) isState, or is derived from 17 

gambling activities in this State. 18 

b. Is required to file an income tax return for the taxable year under the 19 

Code. 20 

(2) Repealed by Session Laws 1991 (Reg. Sess., 1992), c. 930, s. 1. 21 

(3) Any individual whom the Secretary believes to be liable for a tax under this 22 

Part, when so notified by the Secretary and requested to file a return. 23 

(b) Taxpayer Deceased or Unable to Make Return. – If the a taxpayer is unable to file 24 

the an income tax return, the return shall be filed by a duly authorized agent of the taxpayer or 25 

by a guardian or other person charged with the care of the person or property of the 26 

taxpayer.taxpayer must file the return. If an individual who was required to file an income tax 27 

return for the taxable year while living has died before making the return, the administrator or 28 

executor of the estate shall must file the return in the decedent's name and behalf, and the tax 29 

shall be levied upon and collected fromis payable by the estate. 30 

(c) Information Required With Return. – The income tax return shall must show the 31 

taxable income and adjustmentsadjusted gross income and modifications required by this Part 32 

Part, and any other information the Secretary requires. The Secretary may require some or all 33 

individuals required to file an income tax return to attach to the return a copy of their federal 34 

income tax return for the taxable year. The Secretary may require a taxpayer to provide the 35 

Department with copies of any other return the taxpayer has filed with the Internal Revenue 36 

Service and to verify any information in the return. 37 

(d) Secretary May Require Additional Information. – When the Secretary has reason to 38 

believe that any taxpayer conducts a trade or business in a way that directly or indirectly 39 

distorts the taxpayer's taxable incomeadjusted gross income or North Carolina taxable income, 40 

the Secretary may require any additional information for the proper computation of the 41 

taxpayer's taxable incomeadjusted gross income and North Carolina taxable income. In 42 

computing the taxpayer's taxable incomeadjusted gross income and North Carolina taxable 43 

income, the Secretary shall must consider the fair profit that would normally arise from the 44 

conduct of the trade or business. 45 

(e) Joint Returns. – A husband and wife whose federal taxable incomeadjusted gross 46 

income is determined on a joint federal return shall must file a single income tax return jointly 47 

if each spouse either is a resident of this State or has North Carolina taxable income and may 48 

file a single income tax return jointly if one spouse is not a resident and has no North Carolina 49 

taxable income. Except as otherwise provided in this Part, a wife and husband filing jointly are 50 

treated as one taxpayer for the purpose of determining the tax imposed by this Part. A husband 51 
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and wife filing jointly are jointly and severally liable for the tax imposed by this Part reduced 1 

by the sum of all credits allowable including tax payments made by or on behalf of the husband 2 

and wife. However, if a spouse qualifies for relief of liability for federal tax attributable to a 3 

substantial understatement by the other spouse pursuant to section 6015 of the Code, that 4 

spouse is not liable for the corresponding tax imposed by this Part attributable to the same 5 

substantial understatement by the other spouse. A wife and husband filing jointly have 6 

expressly agreed that if the amount of the payments made by them with respect to the taxes for 7 

which they are liable, including withheld and estimated taxes, exceeds the total of the taxes 8 

due, refund of the excess may be made payable to both spouses jointly or, if either is deceased, 9 

to the survivor alone. 10 

(f) Repealed by Session Laws 1991. 11 

"§ 105-153.9.  Tax credits for income taxes paid to other states by individuals. 12 

(a) An individual who is a resident of this State is allowed a credit against the taxes 13 

imposed by this Part for income taxes imposed by and paid to another state or country on 14 

income taxed under this Part, subject to the following conditions: 15 

(1) The credit is allowed only for taxes paid to another state or country on 16 

income that is derived from sources within that state or country that and is 17 

taxed under its laws irrespective of the residence or domicile of the recipient, 18 

except that whenever a taxpayer who is deemed to be considered a resident 19 

of this State under the provisions of this Part is deemed also to be considered 20 

a resident of another state or country under the laws of that state or country, 21 

the Secretary may allow a credit against the taxes imposed by this Part for 22 

taxes imposed by and paid to the other state or country on income taxed 23 

under this Part. 24 

(2) The fraction of the adjusted gross income, as calculated under the Code and 25 

adjusted as provided in G.S. 105-134.6 and G.S. 105-134.7, modified in 26 

G.S. 105-153.5, that is subject to income tax in another state or country shall 27 

be ascertained, and the North Carolina net income tax before credit under 28 

this section shall be multiplied by that fraction. The credit allowed is either 29 

the product thus calculated or the income tax actually paid the other state or 30 

country, whichever is smaller. 31 

(3) Receipts showing the payment of income taxes to another state or country 32 

and a true copy of a return or returns upon the basis of which the taxes are 33 

assessed shall be filed with the Secretary when the credit is claimed. If credit 34 

is claimed on account of a deficiency assessment, a true copy of the notice 35 

assessing or proposing to assess the deficiency, as well as a receipt showing 36 

the payment of the deficiency, shall be filed. 37 

(b) If any taxes paid to another state or country for which a taxpayer has been allowed a 38 

credit under this section are at any time credited or refunded to the taxpayer, a tax equal to that 39 

portion of the credit allowed for the taxes so credited or refunded is due and payable from the 40 

taxpayer and is subject to the penalties and interest provided in Subchapter I of this Chapter." 41 

SECTION 2.(g)  Part 2 of Article 4 of Chapter 105 of the General Statutes is 42 

amended by adding a new section to read: 43 

"§ 105-153.10.  Other tax credits. 44 

(a) Personal Credit. – A taxpayer is allowed a credit against the tax imposed by this Part 45 

for the taxable year equal to the taxpayer's adjusted gross income less the zero tax bracket 46 

amount set in G.S. 105-153.7 for the taxpayer's filing status, multiplied by six-tenths of one 47 

percent (0.6%). The tax is subject to a minimum and a maximum amount. The minimum credit 48 

is two hundred dollars ($200.00) and the maximum credit is eight hundred dollars ($800.00). 49 

(b) Children. – A taxpayer who is allowed a federal child tax credit under section 24 of 50 

the Code for the taxable year is allowed a credit against the tax imposed by this Part for the 51 
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taxable year for each dependent child for whom the taxpayer is allowed the federal credit. The 1 

amount of credit allowed is equal to the amount listed in the table below based on the 2 

taxpayer's adjusted gross income.

(4) Capital interest. – The right of a business entity that is not a corporation to 49 

receive a percentage of the business entity's assets upon dissolution after 50 

payments to creditors. 51 
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(5) City. – Defined in G.S. 105-228.90. 1 

(6) Code. – Defined in G.S. 105-228.90. 2 

(7) Doing business. – Each and every act, power, or privilege exercised or 3 

enjoyed in this State, as an incident to, or by virtue of the powers and 4 

privileges granted by the laws of this State. 5 

(8) Holding company. – A business entity that receives during its taxable year 6 

more than eighty percent (80%) of its gross income from one or more 7 

business entities with which it has common ownership.  8 

(9) Ownership. – The direct or indirect control of more than fifty percent (50%) 9 

of the outstanding voting stock or voting capital interests of a business 10 

entity. Ownership of voting stock is determined by reference to the 11 

constructive ownership rules for stock under section 318 of the Code. 12 

Ownership of capital interests is determined by reference to the constructive 13 

ownership rules for partnerships, estates, and trusts in section 318(a)(2)(A) 14 

and (B) of the Code with the following modifications: 15 

a. The term "capital interest" is substituted for "stock" each place it 16 

appears. 17 

b. A noncorporate limited liability company and any noncorporate 18 

entity other than a partnership, estate, or trust is treated as a 19 

partnership. A noncorporate entity does not include a human being. 20 

A noncorporate limited liability company is a limited liability 21 

company that does not elect to be taxed as a corporation under the 22 

Code. 23 

c. The operating rule of section 318(a)(5) of the Code applies without 24 

regard to section 318(a)(5)(C). 25 

(10) Parent. – A business entity that has ownership of another business entity. 26 

(11) Secretary. – Defined in G.S. 105-228.90. 27 

(12) Subsidiary. – A business entity under the ownership of another business 28 

entity. 29 

(13) Taxable year. – Defined in section 441(b) of the Code. 30 

"§ 105-114.3.  Nature of tax. 31 

This Article imposes a privilege tax on a business entity for the privilege of doing business 32 

in this State in an organizational form that confers limited liability on one or more owners of 33 

the entity. The tax is an accrued tax and is imposed for the exercise of this privilege during the 34 

period covered by a tax return. Payment of the tax imposed by this Article is a condition 35 

precedent to the right to do business in this State and, for a business entity that is organized or 36 

formed in this State, to the right to continue in the entity's organizational form. When a 37 

noncorporate business entity is doing business in this State, each owner of the noncorporate 38 

business entity is doing business in this State. 39 

"§ 105-114.4.  Business privilege tax imposed. 40 

An annual privilege tax is imposed on a business entity doing business in this State at the 41 

rate of one dollar ($1.00) per one thousand dollars ($1,000) of the higher of the business entity's 42 

adjusted net worth tax base, determined in accordance with G.S. 105-114.5, and the business 43 

entity's investment tax base, determined in accordance with G.S. 105-114.6. The tax payable by 44 

a business entity may not be less than two hundred dollars ($200.00). The tax payable by a 45 

holding company may not be more than seventy-five thousand dollars ($75,000). 46 

After the end of the taxable year in which a business entity is dissolved, the entity is no 47 

longer subject to the tax levied in this Article unless the Secretary finds that the entity has 48 

engaged in business activities in this State not appropriate to winding up and liquidating its 49 

business.

"§ 105-114.5.  Adjusted net worth tax base. 51 
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The net worth of a business entity is the entity's total assets less its total liabilities, 1 

computed in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles as of the end of the 2 

entity's taxable year. If the entity does not maintain its books and records in accordance with 3 

generally accepted accounting principles, then its net worth is computed in accordance with the 4 

accounting method used by the entity for federal tax purposes so long as the method fairly 5 

reflects the entity's net worth for purposes of the tax levied by this section. A business entity's 6 

net worth is subject to the following adjustments: 7 

(1) A liability may not be deducted unless it is a definite and accrued legal 8 

liability. 9 

(2) A deduction for depreciation and amortization is determined in accordance 10 

with the method used for federal tax purposes. 11 

(3) A deferred tax liability may be netted against a deferred tax asset but may 12 

not decrease the deferred tax liability below zero. 13 

(4) A deduction is allowed for billings in excess of costs that are considered a 14 

deferred liability under the percentage of completion method of revenue 15 

recognition. 16 

(5) No deduction is allowed for indebtedness the business entity owes to a 17 

parent, a subsidiary, or an affiliate. If part of the capital of the creditor 18 

business entity is capital borrowed from a source other than a parent, a 19 

subsidiary, or an affiliate, the debtor business entity may deduct a 20 

proportionate part of the indebtedness based on the ratio of the borrowed 21 

capital of the creditor business entity to the total assets of the creditor 22 

business entity. If the creditor business entity is taxable under this Article, 23 

the creditor business entity may deduct the indebtedness from its net worth, 24 

to the extent the debtor business entity was not allowed to deduct the 25 

indebtedness. 26 

(6) A deduction is allowed for a reserve for the environmental equipment or 27 

facilities listed in this subdivision if the business entity has a certification 28 

from the appropriate environmental regulatory agency that the business 29 

entity has installed or constructed the equipment or facility and is operating 30 

it properly. For an air-cleaning device, the Department of Environment and 31 

Natural Resources or a local air pollution agency certified under 32 

G.S. 143-215.112 is the appropriate environmental regulatory agency. For 33 

all other equipment and facilities, the Department of Environment and 34 

Natural Resources is the appropriate environmental regulatory agency. This 35 

subdivision applies to equipment or a facility whose primary purpose is to do 36 

one of the following: 37 

a. Reduce air or water pollution resulting from the emission of air 38 

contaminants or the discharge of sewage or waste. 39 

b. Recycle or recover solid waste. 40 

c. Reduce the volume of hazardous waste generated. 41 

(7) A corporation may deduct the cost of treasury stock. 42 

(8) An international banking facility may deduct the amount of the facility's 43 

assets employed outside the United States that exceeds the facility's 44 

liabilities owed to a foreign person, as defined in G.S. 105-130.5(b)(13)d. 45 

"§ 105-114.6.  Investment tax base. 46 

The investment tax base of a business entity is the entity's investment in real and tangible 47 

personal property in this State as of the end of the entity's taxable year. A business entity's 48 

investment in property is the original purchase price of or consideration for the property subject 49 

to the following adjustments: 50 
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(1) A deduction for depreciation or amortization is determined in accordance 1 

with the method used for federal tax purposes. 2 

(2) The addition of improvements to the property. 3 

(3) A deduction for indebtedness on the property or on an improvement to the 4 

property. 5 

(4) A deduction for a reserve for the environmental equipment or facilities for 6 

which a deduction is allowed under G.S. 105-114.5 from the business 7 

entity's net worth, if the entity has the required certification from the 8 

appropriate environmental regulatory agency. 9 

(5) For a business entity allowed a tax credit under Article 3E of this Chapter, a 10 

deduction for the value of the property for which the credit is allowed. 11 

"§ 105-114.7.  Exclusions in calculating tax. 12 

(a) Disregarded LLC. – A single member limited liability company whose single 13 

member is a corporation is disregarded under this Article if it is disregarded for federal income 14 

tax purposes. The corporation that is the single member of the disregarded limited liability 15 

company must include the net worth and property of the disregarded limited liability company 16 

in the corporation's tax base. 17 

(b) No Tax Tiering. – A noncorporate business entity's ownership interest in another 18 

noncorporate business entity that is taxable under this Article is excluded in determining the 19 

owner's net worth under G.S. 105-114.5. 20 

(c) Investment Companies. – The following exclusions apply to investment companies 21 

in determining their tax liability under this Article: 22 

(1) A regulated investment company may deduct the value of its investments in 23 

stocks, bonds, debentures, or other securities or evidences of debt. A 24 

regulated investment company is an entity that qualifies as a regulated 25 

investment company under section 851 of the Code. 26 

(2) A REIT may deduct the value of its investments in real property, unless the 27 

REIT is a captive REIT. The terms "REIT" and "captive REIT" have the 28 

same meanings as defined in G.S. 105-130.12. 29 

(3) A venture capital company may deduct the value of its capital under 30 

management. A venture capital company is an entity whose purpose is to 31 

provide financing for start-up businesses and that obtains the capital it uses 32 

to provide financing only from investors who are accredited investors under 33 

17 C.F.R. § 230.215 or are institutional investors. 34 

(d) Short Year Adjustment. – A business entity that changes its taxable year and files a 35 

"short period" income tax return may deduct from its tax liability computed on an annual basis 36 

the amount of tax previously paid that is applicable to the period subsequent to the beginning of 37 

the new taxable year. 38 

"§ 105-114.8.  Determination of ownership after certain transfers.  39 

(a) Transfers by Corporations. – Ownership of the capital interests in a noncorporate 40 

business entity is determined as of the last day of the business entity's taxable year. If a 41 

noncorporate business entity and a corporation or an affiliated group have engaged in a pattern 42 

of transferring assets between them with the result that each did not own the capital interest on 43 

the last day of its taxable year, the ownership of the capital interests in the noncorporate 44 

business entity must be determined as of the last day of the corporation's or group of 45 

corporations' taxable year. 46 

(b) Tax-Free Distribution. – If a noncorporate business entity receives from a person a 47 

tax-free contribution of assets under section 721 of the Code within 120 days after making a 48 

tax-free distribution of assets to that person under section 732 of the Code with the result that 49 

the business entity did not own the capital interests on the last day of its taxable year, the assets 50 
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that were distributed tax-free are considered owned by the business entity as of the last day of 1 

its taxable year. 2 

"§ 105-114.9.  Apportionment by multistate business entities. 3 

A business entity that is doing business in this State and in one or more other states must 4 

apportion its net worth to this State. A corporation that is subject to income tax under Article 4 5 

of this Chapter must use the fraction it applies in apportioning its income under that Article. A 6 

business entity that is not subject to income tax under Article 4 of this Chapter must apportion 7 

its net worth by using the fraction it would be required to apply in apportioning its income if it 8 

were subject to that Article. A business entity that believes this apportionment method subjects 9 

a greater portion of its net worth to tax under this section than is attributable to its business in 10 

this State may make a written request to the Secretary for permission to use an alternative 11 

method of apportionment, in the same manner as provided in G.S. 105-130.4(t1). 12 

"§ 105-114.10.  Return and payment. 13 

The tax imposed by G.S. 105-114.4 is due when a return is due. A return is due on or before 14 

the fifteenth day of the fourth month following the end of the business entity's income year. A 15 

taxpayer may ask the Secretary for an extension of time to file a return under G.S. 105-263. A 16 

business entity must file a return under affirmation with the Secretary at the place and in the 17 

manner prescribed by the Secretary. The return must be signed by the president, vice president, 18 

treasurer, or chief financial officer of the business entity. 19 

… 20 

"§ 105-116.2.  Compensating privilege tax on seller that is not a registered retailer. 21 

(a) Tax. – An annual privilege tax is imposed on a person who sells tangible personal 22 

property, digital property, or services at retail to a consumer, as defined in G.S. 105-164.3, and 23 

who meets both of the following descriptions: 24 

(1) The person is not registered as a retailer under Article 5 of this Chapter. 25 

(2) The person reported gross sales of at least five million dollars ($5,000,000) 26 

on its most recent federal income tax return. 27 

(b) Rate and Scope. – The tax is a percentage of the retailer's gross receipts derived 28 

from sales within this State. The percentage rate of the tax is the same as the combined rate 29 

under G.S. 105-164.3. This tax is in addition to the tax imposed by G.S. 105-114.4. The tax is 30 

payable in the same manner as provided in G.S. 105-114.10. 31 

(c) Noncompliance. – A debt owed to a person that does not comply with this section is 32 

not collectible and is not subject to execution under Article 28 of Chapter 1 of the General 33 

Statutes or any other provision of law. An assignment of a debt is subject to the collection 34 

restrictions imposed by this subsection. 35 

"§ 105-116.3.  Compensating privilege tax on unregulated electric power producer. 36 

(a) Tax. – An annual privilege tax is imposed on a person that meets all of the 37 

following descriptions: 38 

(1) Produces electric power by using the public waters of this State and sells the 39 

electric it produces. 40 

(2) Is not subject to regulation by the North Carolina Utilities Commission. 41 

(3) Received at least five million dollars ($5,000,000) in gross receipts during 42 

the preceding calendar year from its sales of electric power. 43 

(b) Rate. – The tax is a percentage of the person's gross receipts derived from sales of 44 

electric power produced by use of the State's public waters. The percentage rate of the tax is the 45 

same as the combined rate under G.S. 105-164.3. This tax is in addition to the tax imposed by 46 

G.S. 105-114.4. The tax is payable in the same manner as provided in G.S. 105-114.10. 47 

"§ 105-125.1.  Exempt business entities. 48 

A business entity listed in this section is exempt from the privilege tax imposed by 49 

G.S. 105-114.4 unless it has unrelated business income. A business entity that is listed in this 50 

section and has unrelated business income is subject to the tax imposed by G.S. 105-114.4 on 51 
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its adjusted net worth or property attributable to its unrelated business income. Upon request of 1 

the Secretary, an exempt business entity must establish its claim for exemption in writing. The 2 

exempt entities are: 3 

(1) A business entity exempt from federal income tax under the Code. 4

(6b) The general rate applies to the digital property that is listed in this 27 

subdivision, is delivered or accessed electronically, is not considered 28 

tangible personal property, and would be taxable under this Article if sold in 29 

a tangible medium.

A person who 47 

sells a modular home at retail is allowed a credit against the tax imposed by 48 

this subdivision for sales or use tax paid to another state on tangible personal 49 

property incorporated in the modular home.

(e) County Designation. – The enterprise or tier area of a county is determined as of the 41 

date the datacenter applies to the Secretary of Commerce for a written determination of whether 42 

it meets the requirements of those subsections.

employers in the county. 9 

(3) Calculation. – In determining whether an employer meets a wage standard, 10 

the employer may include only full-time jobs and must include any jobs that 11 

were filled for at least 1,600 hours during the calendar year even if the jobs 12 

are not filled at the time the employer applies for or claims an economic 13 

incentive benefit. An employer whose taxable year is not a calendar year 14 

must use the wage standard for the calendar year in which the taxable year 15 

begins. A full-time job is a position that requires at least 1,600 hours of work 16 

per year and is intended to be held by one employee during the entire year. A 17 

full-time employee is an employee who holds a full-time job. 18 

(b) Health Insurance. – An employer meets the health insurance standard if the 19 

employer does all of the following: 20 

(1) Provides health insurance for all of its full-time jobs. A full-time job is a 21 

position that requires at least 1,600 hours of work per year and is intended to 22 

be held by one employee during the entire year.

(3) A bulk feed vehicle that delivers feed to poultry or livestock and uses a 23 

power takeoff to unload the feed. 24 

(4) A vehicle that delivers lime or fertilizer in bulk to farms and uses a power 25 

takeoff to unload the lime or fertilizer. 26 

(5) A tank wagon that delivers alternative fuel, as defined in G.S. 105-449.130, 27 

or motor fuel or another type of liquid fuel into storage tanks and uses a 28 

power takeoff to make the delivery. 29 

(6) A commercial vehicle that delivers and spreads mulch, soils, composts, sand, 30 

sawdust, and similar materials and that uses a power takeoff to unload, blow, 31 

and spread the materials. 32 

(7) A commercial vehicle that uses a power takeoff to remove and dispose of 33 

septage and for which an annual fee is required to be paid to the Department 34 

of Environment and Natural Resources under G.S. 130A-291.1. 35 

(8) A sweeper. 36 

The amount of refund allowed is thirty-three and one-third percent (33 1/3%) of the 37 

following: the sum of the flat cents-per-gallon rate in effect during the year for which the 38 

refund is claimed and the average of the two variable cents-per-gallon rates in effect during that 39 

year, less the amount of sales and use tax or privilege tax due on the fuel under this Chapter. 40 

An application for a refund allowed under this section must be made in accordance with this 41 

Part. This refund is allowed for the amount of fuel consumed by the vehicle in its mixing, 42 

compacting, or unloading operations, as distinguished from propelling the vehicle, which 43 

amount is considered to be one-third of the amount of fuel consumed by the vehicle. 44 

(c) Sales Tax Amount. – Article 5 of this Chapter determines the amount of sales and 45 

use tax to be deducted under this section from a motor fuel excise tax refund. Article 5F of this 46 

Chapter determines the amount of privilege tax to be deducted under this section from a motor 47 

fuel excise tax refund. The sales price and the cost price of motor fuel to be used in determining 48 

the amount to deduct is the average of the wholesale prices used under G.S. 105-449.80 to 49 

determine the excise tax rates in effect for the two six-month periods of the year for which the 50 

refund is claimed." 51

Sales and use tax liability 8 

indirectly incurred by a governmental entity on building materials, supplies, fixtures, and 9 

equipment that become a part of or annexed to any building or structure that is owned or leased 10 

by the governmental entity and is being erected, altered, or repaired for use by the 11 

governmental entity is considered a sales or use tax liability incurred on direct purchases by the 12 

governmental entity for the purpose of this subsection. A request for a refund must be in 13 

writing and must include any information and documentation required by the Secretary. A 14 

request for a refund is due within six months after the end of the governmental entity's fiscal 15 

year. 16 

This subsection applies only to the following governmental entities: 17
