"(i)  For appraisal assignments of property—seeured—by—theprincipal-dwelling—of-the
consumer—one- to four-family residential dwellings, an appraisal management company shall
compensate appraisers in compliance with section 129E(i) of the federal Truth in Lending Act
(15 U.S.C. § 1601 et seq.) and regulations promulgated thereunder. The Board shall adopt rules
