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§ 106‑514. Unlawful entry on grounds a misdemeanor.
If any person, after having been expelled from the fairgrounds of any agricultural or

horticultural society, shall offer to enter the same again without permission from such society;
or if any person shall break over [open] the enclosing structure of said fairgrounds and enter the
same, or shall enter the enclosure of said fairgrounds by means of climbing over, under or
through the enclosing structure surrounding the same, or shall enter the enclosure through the
gates without the permission of its gatekeeper or the proper officer of said fair association, he
shall be guilty of a Class 3 misdemeanor. (1870‑1, c. 184, s. 3; Code, s. 2795; 1901, c.
