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§ 113‑28.2. Powers of arrest.
Any employee of either the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources or the

Department of Environmental Quality commissioned as a special peace officer shall have the
right to arrest with warrant any person violating any law or rule on or relating to the State
parks, lakes, reservations and other lands or waters under the control or supervision of the
employee's respective Department, and shall have the power to pursue and arrest without
warrant any person violating in his presence any law or rule on or relating to said parks, lakes,
reservations and other lands or waters under the control or supervision of the employee's
respective Department.
