SENATE BILL 1400

AN ACT TO PROHIBIT THE HUNTING OR TRANSPORTATION OF DEER
FROM OR BY BOAT OR FLOATING DEVICE ON A PORTION OF THE TAR
RIVER IN EDGECOMBE COUNTY.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

Section 1. It is unlawful for any person to hunt, take, or transport deer from
or with the aid of any boat or floating device on that portion of the Tar River from State
Road 1252 to N.C. Highway 44 in Edgecombe County.

Sec. 2. Violation of this act is a misdemeanor punishable in the discretion of
the court.

Sec. 3. This act is effective upon ratification.

In the General Assembly read three times and ratified this the 19th day of
July, 1990.
