A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 1 
AN ACT TO RESUME ELECTING THE TAX COLLECTOR OF MITCHELL 2 

COUNTY. 3 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 4 

Section 1.  The Board of Elections of Mitchell County shall conduct a 5 
countywide referendum at the date of the statewide general election in November of 6 
1992 on the following question: 7 

"[ ] FOR election by the voters of Mitchell County of the County Tax 8 
Collector. 9 

[ ] AGAINST election by the voters of Mitchell County of the County 10 
Tax Collector." 11 

Sec. 2.  If a majority of the qualified voters of Mitchell County voting in that 12 
election vote "FOR" the question, then: 13 

(1) In 1994 and quadrennially thereafter, there shall be elected in Mitchell 14 
County a Tax Collector to serve a four-year term; 15 

(2) The term of the tax collector appointed by the Board of 16 
Commissioners of Mitchell County shall expire on the first Monday in 17 
December of 1994; 18 

(3) Section 2 of Chapter 269 of the 1983 Session Laws is repealed; and 19 
(4) Effective on the first Monday in December of 1994, Section 3 of 20 

Chapter 269 of the 1983 Session Laws is repealed. 21 
Sec. 3.  Elections for a Tax Collector of Mitchell County shall be under the 22 

same procedures for county officers as provided by law. 23 
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Sec. 4.  This act is effective upon ratification. 1
