Section 1.  G.S. 143-166.13(a) reads as rewritten: 5

(6) State Highway Patrol Officers, Department of Crime Control and 15 

Public Safety; 16 
(7) State Legislative Building Special Police, General Assembly; 17 
(8) Sworn State Law-Enforcement Officers with the power of arrest, 18 

Department of Human Resources; 19 
(9) Youth Correctional Officers, Department of Human Resources; 20 
(10) Insurance Investigators, Department of Insurance; 21 
(11) State Bureau of Investigation Officers and Agents, Department of 22 

Justice; 23 
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(12) Director and Assistant Director, License and Theft Enforcement 1 
Section, Division of Motor Vehicles, Department of Transportation; 2 
Sworn State Law-Enforcement Officers with the power of arrest, 3 
Department of Transportation; 4 

(13) Members of License and Theft Enforcement Section, Division of 5 
Motor Vehicles, Department of Transportation, designated by the 6 
Commissioner of Motor Vehicles as either "inspectors" or uniformed 7 
weigh station personnel; 8 

(14) Utilities Commission Transportation Inspectors and Special 9 
Investigators; 10 

(15) North Carolina Ports Authority Police, Department of Economic and 11 
Community Development; 12 

(16) Sworn State Law-Enforcement Officers with the power of arrest, 13 
Department of Environment, Health, and Natural Resources; 14 

(17) Sworn State Law-Enforcement Officers with the power of arrest, 15 
Department of Crime Control and Public Safety. 16 

(18) Sworn State Law-Enforcement Officers with the power of arrest, The 17 
University of North Carolina." 18
