A BILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT TO PROVIDE FOR STAGGERED TERMS FOR THE SEVEN SEPARATE
SEATS ON THE WAYNE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

SECTION 1. The Board of Commissioners of Wayne County is currently
composed of seven members, six of whom are elected from single-member districts, and
one of whom is elected from the county at large. All terms are currently for four years,
and the terms of all seven members come up at the same time.

SECTION 2. In 2004, four of the members of the Board of Commissioners
of Wayne County shall be elected for four-year terms, and three of the members of the
Board of Commissioners of Wayne County shall be elected for two-year terms. The
Board of Commissioners of Wayne County shall, prior to January 1, 2003, designate
which seats shall be elected in 2004 for four-year terms, and which shall be elected in
2004 for two-year terms. Successors to all seven seats elected in 2004 shall be elected
to four-year terms.

SECTION 3. This act is effective when it becomes law.
