Lincoln, McDowell, Macon, Madison, Mecklenburg, Mitchell, Montgomery, Moore, 13

Randolph, Richmond, Robeson, Rockingham, Rowan, Rutherford, Sampson, Scotland, 15 
Stanly, Stokes, Surry, Swain, Transylvania, Tyrrell, Union, Vance, Wake, Warren, 16
