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A BILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT TO CLARIFY THE ADMINISTRATION OF NONPARTISAN MUNICIPAL
ELECTIONS BY COUNTY BOARDS OF ELECTIONS SINCE GENERAL ABOLITION
OF MUNICIPAL BOARDS OF ELECTIONS IN 2001.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
SECTION 1. G.S. 163-284 reads as rewritten:
"§ 163-284. Mandatory admlnlstratlon by county boards of electlons

(b) IFhe—Except as to the specific municipalities named in G.S. 163-285, registration of
voters and the conduct of all elections in municipalities and special districts covered-under-this
seetion-shall be under the authority of the county board of elections. Any contested election or
allegations of irregularities shall be made to the county board of elections and appeals from
such rulings may be made to the State Board of Elections under existing statutory provisions
and rules or regulations adopted by the State Board of Elections.

Each municipality and special district shall reimburse the county board of elections for the
actual cost involved in the administration required under {a)and-(b)-ef-this section."

SECTION 2. This act is effective when it becomes law.
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
