AN ACT TO CLARIFY THE REQUIREMENTS THAT MUST BE MET TO OBTAIN A 2 

TEMPORARY SUPPLEMENTAL LICENSE FOR THE SALE OF ANTIQUE MOTOR 3 

VEHICLES AND SPECIALTY MOTOR VEHICLES AND TO EXPAND THE 4 

DEFINITION OF A "SPECIALTY MOTOR VEHICLE." 5 

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 6 

SECTION 1.  G.S. 20-292.1 reads as rewritten: 7 

"§ 20-292.1.  Supplemental temporary license for sale of antique and specialty vehicles. 8 

Any dealer licensed as a motor vehicle dealer under this Article may apply to the 9 

Commissioner and receive, at no additional charge, a supplemental temporary license 10 

authorizing the off-premises sales of antique motor vehicles and specialty motor vehicles for a 11 

period not to exceed 10 consecutive calendar days. To obtain a temporary supplemental license 12 

for the off-premises sale of antique motor vehicles and specialty motor vehicles, the applicant 13 

shall:shall meet all of the following requirements: 14 

(1) Be licensed as a motor vehicle dealer under this Article.Article and have a 15 

surety bond in the amount of fifty thousand dollars ($50,000) from a surety 16 

company licensed to do business in North Carolina. 17 

(2) Notify the applicable local office of the Division Division, at least 60 days in 18 

advance, of the specific dates and location for which the license is requested. 19 

(3) Display a sign at the licensed location clearly identifying the dealer.posted in 20 

a conspicuous location that allows the public to clearly identify the dealer. 21 

(4) Keep and maintain the records required for the sale of motor vehicles under 22 

this Article. 23 

(5) Provide staff to work at the temporary location for the duration of the 24 

off-premises sale. 25 

(6) Meet any local government permitting requirements. 26 

(7) Have written permission from the property owner to sell at the location. 27 

(8) Have a minimum of three salespersons licensed under this Article on site at 28 

the time of the off-premises sale. 29 

(9) Advertise the event as an "antique" or "collectors" vehicle sale. 30 

For purposes of this section, the term "antique motor vehicle" shall mean any motor vehicle 31 

for private use manufactured at least 25 years prior to the current model year, and the term 32 

"specialty motor vehicle" shall mean any model or series of motor vehicle for private use 33 

manufactured at least (i) three years prior to the current model year of which no more than 34 

5,000 vehicles were sold within the United States during the model year the vehicle was 35 

manufactured.manufactured or (ii) at least 10 years prior to the current model year of which no 36 
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more than 15,000 vehicles were sold within the United States during the model year the vehicle 1 

was manufactured. 2 

This section does not apply to a nonselling motor vehicle show or public display of new 3 

motor vehicles." 4 

SECTION 2.  This act is effective when it becomes law and applies to applications 5 

for licenses received on or after that date. 6
